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1. Furpose. This Directive establishes procedures for Field
Offices to refer enforcement cases to the Sclicitor for criminal
penalties or injunctive relief, and to provide the Field Assessment
Unit with the requisite infﬂrmatiﬁn for assessment of an individual
civil penalty (ICP) where warranted.

2. Summary of Changes. This Directive consclidates agency pelicy
and procedures necessary for Field COffices to implement alternative
enforcement referrals for criminal penalties, ICP's, and injunctive
relief pursuant te sections 518(e), 518(f), and 521(c) of the Surfacs
Mining Control and Reclamation Act of 1977 {SMCRA). This Directive
has been modified and reorganized to clarify changes in pelicy ang
procedures concerning alternative enforcement referrals to reflect
provisions of the Settlement Agreement hetweesn Save Our Cumberland
Mountains, Inc., et al., and Manuel Iujan, Jr., Secretary of the
United States Dapartment of the Tnterior, et al., dated January 24,

1990. (S5ee saction 7 below, "Effect on Other Decuments.™)
3. Definitions.
a. ddministrative or Procedural Vialation means a vialation

that has neither direct environmental consequences nor environmental
remedias (i.e., the remedial measures do not directly reguire
compliance with one or more performance standards).

b, Agent means a person who exerclses authority and contrel
over a surface mining operation on behalf of a corporate permittees.
See 53 FR 3664, February 8, 1988. Under United States v, Dix Fork
Coal Ca.,, B892 F.2d 336 (&6th Cir. 1982), an "agent includes that
person c¢harged with the responsibility for protecting society and the
environmaent from adverse effects of the surface coal mining cperaticn
and particularly charged with effectuating compliance with
environmental performance standards durlng the course of a
permittee’s mining operation.®

c. Alternative Enforcement means the documented consideraticon
and/or implementation of any or all of the following actions under 30
CFR 845.15(b) (2) whenever a violator fails to abate a viocolation:
criminal penalties (SMCRA section 518({e)); assesasment of an
individual civil penalty (SMCRA sectlon S18(f}): injunctive relief
(SMCRA section 521(c)): or suspension or revocation of a permit due
to a pattern of vioclations (SMCRA section S2l{a}(4)}).




d. gorporate Qfficjal (s} means the president and the directors
of a corporation and any other officer or agent who has line
responsibility with respect to a mine site,

2. Kpowingly means that an individual knew, or had reason to
know, in authorizing, ordering, or carrying out an act or omission on
the part of 2 corporate permittee that such act or omission
constituted a violation, failure, or refusal. See 30 CFR 724.5 and
8485.5,

£, L re sipil i respect to ine_site means
authority or demonstrated control over the conduct of surface wmining
gperations, including the ability to directly cause the abatement of
vieplations, and any level of superviscry responsibility over a person
having such abhility. (For example, the mine superintendent and each
cfficial in the superintendent’s "chain of command," up to ang
incloding the chief executive ocfficer, would have line responsibility
with respect to the mine site.}

. Violation, fajlure, or refusal means (1) a violation of a
conditicn of a permit issued pursuant to a Federal program, a Federal
lands program, Federal enforcement pursuant teo section 502 of SMCRA,
or Federal enforcement of a State program pursuant to section 521 of
SMCRA; or (2) a failure or refusal to comply with any order issued
under section 521 of SMCRA or any order incorporated in a final
declision issued by the Secretary except an order incorporated in a
decision issued under section 518(b) or section 703 of SMCRA. 2
failure or refusal to comply with any order issued under sectlon 521
of SMCRA would include a failure or refusal to comply with an Imainent
Harm Cessation Order (521{(a){2)) or a Failure To Abate Cessaticn Order
(521{a) {3)). See 30 CFR 724.5 and B346.5.

h. Willfully means that an individual acted (1) either
intentionally, veluntarily, or consciously, and (2) with intenticnal
disregard c¢r plain indifference to legal requirements in autherizing,
crdering, or carrying out a corporate permittea's actien or omission
that constituted a wviclation, failure, or refusal. See 30 CFR 724.%
and B4s5.5.

4, Policy/Procedures.

a. Ea round. Section 518(e) of SMCRA provides for criminal
penalties upon convicticon when any person knowingly and willfully
violates & condition of a permit, or fails or refuses to comply with
any order issued under sections 521 or 526 of SMCRA. Section S1B(f)
of SMCRA provides that an individual who is the director, officer, or
agent of a corporate permittee and who willfully and knowingly
authorizes, crders, or carries out a vielation, failure, or refusal
{as defined above) may be assessed a ¢ivil penalty for violations
committed by the corporation and shall be subject to the same civil

)



penalties, fines, and imprisonment that may be imposed upon a person
under sacticons 518{a) and 518(e)] of SMCRA.

Section 521(c) of SMCRA authcorizes the Secretary to request a civil
action for injunctive relief in the appropriate Federal district court
when a permittee or agent viclates or fails or refuses to comply with
any order or decision lssuyed by the Secretary under SMCRA; interferas
with or hinders an authorized representative in carrying out the
provisions of SMCRA; refuses entry to or inspection of a mine site: or
refuses to furnish information or records necessary in carrying out
SMCRA.

The Office of Surface Mining Reclamation and Enforcement {0OSM) has
implemented these statutory provisions under 30 CFR 845.15(b)(2).

That rule provides, in part, that whenever a violaticn remains
unabated, a daily civil penalty shall be assessed for not more than 30
days. If the viclation remains unabated after that 30~day period, OSM
shall takes appropriate action pursuant te SMCRA sections 518(e),
518(f), 521{a)(4), or 521l{c) within 30 days tc ensure that abatement
cceurs or to ensure that there will not be a reoccurrence of the
failure to abate. This Directive specifies procedures for initiating
the 518{e) criminal penalty, 5183(f) indiwvidual ciwvil penalty, and
521{c) injunctive relief processes. Procedures for suspension or
revocation of a permit due to a pattern of vieclations and for actual
assessment of ICP's are addressed under separate Directives referenced
in Paragraph 6.

b. Policy. It is agency policy to ensure that:

(1) For any Failure to Abate Cessation Order (FTACO)} or
Imminent Harm Cessation Order (IHCO) issued after the date of this
Directive with respect to a site on which coal extraction had not been
conpleted as of the time of issuance of the FTACO or IHCO!:

fa) OSM conducts follow-up inspections of the mine
site within three working days after the issuance of a cessation order
and as appropriate thereafter to determine whether mining has ceased
and akbatement of the viclation{s} has begun;

fb} All cases are immediately referred to the
Solicitor's Office to seek a tempeorary restraining order or
preliminary injunctieon {or both} if, as a result of a follow-up
inspection, it appears either that the operator is removing from the
mine site equipment needed to perform the abatement work or that no
significant effort to abate the viclation has commenced; and

(c) If a viglation is not akated within 30 days after
issuance eof an FTACO or within 30 days after the abatement date set
for an THCO, whichever is applicable, OSH proposes and undertakes all
necessary procedures to assess an ICP against each corporate official
who was served a Notice of Potential Liakhility and who has knowingly
and willfully authorized, ordered or carried out a wviolation, failure,
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or refusal. Prior to any final ICP assessment, such officer, :
director, or agent shall be afforded due process of law in accordanc j
with 30 CFR 846,17, !

{2) For any FTACO or THCO issued after the date of this
Directive with respect to a site on which coal extraction had keen
completed as of the time of issuance of the FTACO or IHCO, and for any
FTACO or THCO issued prior to the date of this Directive with respect
to any site:

fa) ©OSM evaluates each FTACO or IHCO on a case-by-
case basis and initiates injunctive relief where appropriate in order
to bring about abatement of the violatien in an expeditious manner:
and

(k) Field QOffice Directors decide which alternative
enforcement measures to implement for all FTACO's that remain unakated
more than 30 days following issuance of an FTACO or 30 days following
the abatement date set for an IHCO. Except in the circumstances
described in paragraphs 4.c.(2)(a){(i)-(iii) of this Directive, all
such Cessation Orders (C0's) shall be referred to the Solicitor's
QEfice for injunctive relief or criminal penalties, and subseguent to
any Solicitor's Office action on those referrals (or concurrent with
those actions if soc reguested by the Solicitor's Office), such CO's
shall also ke referred to the Field assessment Unit for possible ISP
asgassment in grder teo bhring ahout abatement of the viglations (see
also Directive INE-40, "Individual Civil Penalty Assessments").

(3) Injunctive, criminal penalty, and ICP referral
decislons are tracked on the Collection Management Information system
{CMIS), and pertinent informatien about the vieclation is inecluded in
the Applicant/Vieclation System (aV3) for the purpose of permit
blocking or conditional permit issuance.

e Procedures.

{1} Injunctive Relief Referralz for FTACO's or THCO's
igsued after the date of this Directive with regpect to 2 site on

which coal extractjon h not bean letad as the time of
isguance of the FTACO or JHCO.

fa) Field 0Office Directors are responsible for
tracking abatement dates and conducting mine site reinspections in
order to determine the need for alternative enforcement.

{1} An initial follow-up reinspection shall be
conducted within three working days after issuance of an FTACO or
expiration of the abatement period set in an IHCOQ, whichever is
applicable. If abatement work is in progress, the Field Office shall
conduct such further inspections thereafter as are reasonably
necessary to verify that the operater is not conducting mining



operations in violation of the €0 and that abatement of the violations
is proceeding satisfactorily.

(i1) If any reinspecticn indicates that the cited
vinlations have been arated, the inspector will terminate the <0,
However, 1f any reinspection indicates that any vioclation remains
unabated and that the cperator (A) ls conducting mining operation in
viglation of the C0, (B) is not making satisfactory prograss toward
abatement of the violaticn, and/or {C) is removing from the site
egquipment needed to perform the abatement work, the inspector will
immadiately prepare an injunctive relief referral for the Soliciteor's
Dffice, using the "Field Office Referral to the Sclicitor for
Injunctive Relief or Criminal Penalty (and Information for Peossible
Aszessment of an Individual Civil Penalty by the Field Assessment
Unit" worksheet (Appendix 2). (The Solicitor's 0ffice may seek a
temporary restraining order or preliminary injuncticn, or both, if any
of these situations occurs.)

(iii) If the operator or permittee is granted
temporary rellief from the PTACO or I[HCO under secktion 325 or 526 of
SMCRA, further inspecticon and enforcement efforts will be curtailed to
the extent provided under the grant of temporary relief.

(k) Necessary documentation to be included in the
injunctive relief referral for the Soliciter's Office includes:

(i) & copy of the underlying Notice of Viclation
(MOV), C0, and aszocjated inspector's statements:

{ii} cCopies of all relevant modifications,
vacations, and termination notices for the NOV and CO;

fiil) Copies of relevant service of process
receipts:

{iv) Inspection reports, including reports of the
reinspections under paragraph 4.c.(l}{(2) documenting whether the
sperator has ceased mining at the site, is making satisfactory
progress toward abatement, or has removed from the site equipment
needed to perform abatement work;

{v) Informal hearing or conference reguests and
reports;

{vi} Administrative review requests and
decisions;

(vii) Other pertinent documents (additional
reports, letters, maps, photographs, etc.):



. {(vili) TIdentification of ownership and control
information, including the names and addresses of the company agenty
ar representative(s) who were served;

fix} A chronology of events;

{(x) Recommendaticns of remedial measures needed
for abatement:

{x1) A Reclamation Cost Estimate (RCE}, uslng tha
methodoleogy contained in Appendix 1;

. {xii) Permit informatiocn {inecluding information
regarding whether the viclator has cther permits and their status);

(xiii) Bond information:

{xiv) A map showing the location of tha mine
gite;

{(xv) Directions for service of process;: and

{xvi) A copy of the reguired Notice(s) of
Potential Liability for an ICP {if the violator is incorporated’ and
evidence of service.

(o} If one or more of the items listed in section
4.¢.{1){b} above is not available at the time the case is otherwise
ready for referral to the Sclicitor's Office, and inclusion of the
mizsing item(s) would delay the referral by mores than a few davs, the
referral package containing all other necessary documentation should
be forwarded to the Solicitor's Office promptly and the missing
itemi{s} should be sent as szccn as possible thereafter. In lnstances
where an NOV or CO has not been properly served, an explanation of the
service problem should be included in the referral package, but the
lack of service should not delay the referral to the Solicitor's
QEfice,

{2) Injunctjve Reljef Referrals for FTRCO's or IHCO's
issued after the date of this Directive with respect to a site on

which goal extragtion had been complered as of the time of issughce of
t FTACO or co d any FTACO aor o issye rior to the date

of this Directive with respect to_any site.

{(a) TFleld Office Directors are responsibie for
tracking abatement dates and conducting mine site reinspections in
order to determine the need for alternative enforcement. If the
vioclation(s) remain unabated more than 30 days following the issuance
of an FTACO or 310 days following the abatement date set in the THCO,
the Field Office shall, within 30 days thereafter, prepare the
necessary documentation and refer the case to the Seclicitor's CQffice
for injunctive relief, unless:



{i) An appropriate written abatement plan has
been entered into between the permittee and 0SM, and the permittee is
proceeding in accordance with the provisions of the plan;

{li} The case involves only an administrative or
procedural violation (if, however, onhe or more other violations are
involved, the entire case should be referred, including the
administrative or procedural wviolation): or

(1ii) A €O or an underlying NOV {other than a C0¢
or NOV for an administrative or procedural violation) has not been
properly served on the permittee. 1In those instances, the Field
Office shall proceed in accordance with the terms of any service
contract OSM may have in place at the time, to ensure proper service
prior te making a referral to the Solicitor's Cfficae.

fb} The contents of the referral package shall include
tha items listed in section 4.c.(1){b} of this Directive.

{3) Criminal Penalties. In particularly seriocus cases, in
addition to injunctive relief, Field Office Directors may refer FTACO
and IHCO cases to the Soliciter's Office for criminal penalties if
sufficient evidence exists of knowing and willful conduct on the par:
of a wiolator.

{a) In cases referred for criminal action, the Field
Office Director shall, using the form provided in Appendix 3 {("Knowing
and Willful Determination Required for Recommended Criminal Penalty™):

(i) List each person allegedly responsible for
any knowing and willful wiolatien, fallure, or refusal (indicate the
person's position in the company and current address): and

{il) Document those actions by the person which
exztablish a knowing and willful wviolatien, failure, or refusal,
including any statement by the person which indicates an intentien to
violate a permit condition, or a failure or refusal to comply with a
02 or decision of the Secretary (include dates, times, names, and
current addresses of witnesses).

(b} In addition, the Field O0ffice shall prepare the
"Field Office Referral to the Solicitor feor Injunctive Relief or
Criminal Penalty {(and Information for Possible Assessment of an
Individual Civil Penalty by the Field Assessment Unit" workshset
(Appendix 2} and provide all of the information required for an
injunctive relief referral under paragraph 4.c.(1)(b) of this
Directive.



(4} Individual Civil Penaltijes.

{a) If a violation committed by a corporate permittee -
is not abated within 30 days after the issuance of an FTACO or 30 days
after the abatement date set for an IHCO, whichever is applicable, the
Field office Director shall refer the case to the Field Assessment
Unit, using the form in Appendix 2, for a decision on whether to
propose an ICP, in accordance with Directjive INE-40 on ICP
asseszments,

{b) Such referral shall be made within 15 days of the
deadline by which any cofficer, director, or agent of the permittes whco
has been served a Notice of Potential Liability for an Individual
Civil Penalty must provide documentation that he or she has taken all
reascnable steps within his or her authority to bring about abatement
of the violation., (Such deadline is 45 days after issuance aof the
FTACO or 45 days after the abatement date set for tha THCO, whichever
is applicable.)

(e} The Field Assessment Unit shall have 30 days
thereafter to decide whether to propose an ICP and, if so, the amount
of the proposed ICP, using the criteria set feorth in Directive INE-
&0.

t5} Fleld Qffice Directors shall, during the preparation of
any alternative enforcement referral, review avallable information,
including permit applications, inspection and enforcement files, and
the Applicant/Vielator System (AVS), to develop complete and accurat
ownership and control informaticn about the permittee and operator
responsikble for the CO and any underlying NOV. The Field Cffice
Director shall provide to the AVS Dffice all ownership and control
information acquired through the preparation of the alternative
enforcement referral package by transmitting to that Office a copy of
the "Field Office Referral to the Scliciteor for Injunctive Relief or
Criminal Penalty (and Information for Possibkble Assessment of an
Individual Civil Penalty by the Field Assessment Unit)" worksheet (see
Appendix 2). The AVS Office is responsible for updating AVS violator
filea data and, in coordination with the Field Offices, notifying State
regulatory authorities (SRA's) of any additicnal ownsrship and contrel
data for the updating of SRA databases and for other permitting or
enforcement measures which the regulatory program may requlre. (Fcr
example, the SRA may need to regquire the permittee to apply for a
transfer, assignment, or sale of permit rights to reflect changes in
cwnership or effective control.)

5. Reporting Regquirements. Field Qffice Directors shall ansure that
records are maintained documenting all referral decisions and that
CMIS is updated to track the dates and results of those decisions.
Field 0ffice Directors are responsible for providing case-specific
data to the appropriate Field Assessment Office and to the AVS Office
for inclusion in quarterly reports to SOCM, as reguired by the
Settlement Agreement.

Friority 3: ____  Non-Settlement Agreement case where the site

is abandoned or inactive with environmental
harm not as great as priority 2 above.
