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ARTICLES OF AMENDMENT OF  

THE RUSSELL COUNTY PUBLIC SERVICE AUTHORITY 

 
 WHEREAS, a notice of public hearing for the purposes of approving this Articles 

of Amendment has been posted and published in the Lebanon News, a newspaper of 

general circulation in Russell County, Virginia, as required by Virginia Code; and  

 WHEREAS, the Russell County Board of Supervisors (RCBOS) as the governing 

body of Russell County, Virginia, has determined that it is in the best interest of the 

citizens of the County to adopt certain amendments to the Articles of Incorporation of 

The Russell County Public Service Authority; and 

 WHEREFORE, after due consideration and in accordance with applicable 

Virginia law be it hereby RESOLVED by the RCBOS that the Articles of Amendment of 

the RCPSA (previously incorporated by the Virginia State Corporation Commission 

(SCC) as The Swords Creek Public Service Authority on April 4, 1986) be amended as 

follows: 

ARTICLE I 
 
 The current name of the Corporation is: THE RUSSELL COUNTY PUBLIC 

SERVICE AUTHORITY, whose name change from the Swords Creek Public Service 

Authority went into effect on July 22, 2003, by the issuance of a SCC Certificate of 

Amendment of the same date.   
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ARTICLE II 

 The incorporating political subdivision for The Russell County Public Service 

Authority (RCPSA) is RUSSELL COUNTY, VIRGINIA, a political subdivision of the 

Commonwealth of Virginia. 

ARTICLE III 

 Pursuant to Section 1.2-5110 of the Code of Virginia, of 1950, as amended, the 

RCBOS, the governing body of Russell County, Virginia, by resolution duly adopted on 

July 1, 2003, voted to increase the number of members of the RCPSA from five (5) to six 

(6), the number of members of the RCBOS at that time. 

ARTICLE IV 

 By resolution dated ____________________, the RCBOS voted to expand the 

number of RCPSA members to seven (7), the current number of members of the RCBOS, 

by appointing an interim RCPSA board as set forth in Article VI below. 

ARTICLE V 

 By resolution of joinder adopted on _______________ by the Castlewood Water 

and Sewage Authority, also located in Russell County, Virginia, and accepted and 

ratified by a joint meeting of the RCBOS and the board of directors of the RCPSA on 

_______________ all of the present and future water, sewer and related public services 

thereto provided by the aforesaid authorities and RCBOS were joined and consolidated 

and their respective assets related to such services, including real estate, and all related 

liabilities were assumed by the RCPSA to act as the sole agency for such services in 

Russell County, Virginia, including present and future inter-jurisdictional services, 

subject to approval of the application of joinder submitted to the SCC.  
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ARTICLE VI 

 A recommended RCPSA board member who has been nominated by a 

RCBOS  Supervisor serving in the nominee’s specific Supervisor district shall reside in a 

household that uses all available RCPSA services and shall at all times be registered to 

vote in the Supervisor’s respective district as set forth below. The RCBOS at-large 

Supervisor shall likewise nominate a RCPSA board member from any of the below 

Supervisor districts and that RCPSA board member shall be a registered voter and may 

reside anywhere within Russell County in a household that uses all available RCPSA 

services .  Should the RCPSA candidate nominated by the moving Supervisor member 

fail to receive a majority vote of the RCBOS then the moving Supervisor member shall 

be allowed to nominate alternate RCPSA board member candidates until the vacancy is 

filled by majority vote of the RCBOS. The initial seven member membership of the 

interim RCPSA board of directors below was appointed by majority vote of the RCBOS 

on _________________ and their initial staggered terms drawn by lot are as follows:

The aforesaid RCPSA board members may succeed themselves upon majority vote of 

the RCBOS and they and their successors shall thereafter serve for terms not to exceed 

four years, or until their successors have been appointed.  The RCPSA board shall elect 

one of their number as chairman and one as vice-chairman and shall also elect a 

secretary and treasurer who need not be members of the RCPSA board. If the secretary 

or treasurer is not a RCPSA board member he or she shall reside in a household that 

uses all available RCPSA services, be a registered voter of Russell County, Virginia, and 

serve at-will.  The offices of secretary and treasurer may be combined. A majority of 

RCPSA members shall constitute a quorum and the vote of a majority of those members 

in attendance shall be necessary for any action taken by the RCPSA.   

ARTICLE VII  

                   The board members of the RCPSA may, with the written concurrence of the 

RCBOS, or shall on demand of the RCBOS, appoint a chief administrative or executive 

officer (CEO) to serve at the pleasure of the RCPSA and RCBOS boards.  The CEO shall 

execute and enforce the orders and resolutions adopted by the RCPSA and his or her 

duties shall be limited to the day to day operations of the RCPSA and shall not include 

any of the powers set forth in § 15.2-5114 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended.  

The CEO shall not be related to any immediate family member by blood or marriage of 
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the RCPSA or the RCBOS board members. The term “immediate family members” shall 

be consistent with the definition set forth in the Code of Virginia.  

                                                               ARTICLE VIII 

            The RCPSA may maintain not more than two (2) operating checking accounts  

designated as: 1) General Operations and 2) Construction Account and RCPSA may 

maintain interest bearing Certificates of Deposit, provided however, that the RCPSA 

shall provide a full and complete quarterly accounting to the Russell County 

Administrator of all funds received from operations; all expenditures of operations; all 

monies generated by way of bond issues, grants, loans and/or loans; and timely 

provide lists of customers and customer delinquencies beginning with the first full 

quarter succeeding the approval of this Amended Articles by the SCC. 

                                                                  ARTICLE IX  

  The RCPSA shall comply with all aspects of the Virginia Public Procurement 

Act § 2.2-4300 et. seq. Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended. 

ARTICLE X 
 

The RCPSA shall repeal its current by-laws and adopt an updated version  

approved by RCBOS within sixty (60) days of the SCC’s approval of the application of  

the aforesaid joinder and these Articles of Amendment and such updated by-laws may  

only be amended by the majority vote of the RCBOS and the RCPSA.

The Board of Supervisors of Buchanan County, Virginia, the Board of Supervisors 

of Dickenson County, Virginia and the Board of the Supervisors of Russell County, by

Articles of Incorporation shall not be further amended or changed without the express 

agreement of each of the governing bodies of each of the participating political subdivisions. 

ARTICLE III 

 

The powers of the Authority shall be exercised by a Board composed of seven 

(7) members, two (2) of whom shall be appointed by the Board of Supervisors of 

Dickenson County; two (2) of whom shall be appointed by the Board of Supervisors 

of Buchanan County; two (2) of whom shall be appointed by the Board of Supervisors 



 

 

of Russell County; and one (1) of whom shall be designated as an at large member 

who shall be selected by each of the member Counties on a rotational basis, first 

being selected by Dickenson County, then by Russell County and then by Buchanan, 

with the same order of rotation for selection of the At Large member going forward .

       The term of the new Authority Board members named above shall begin upon the issuance by 

the State Corporation Commission of a certificate approving these Amended Articles of 

Incorporations.  The current Authority Board members shall serve until the issuance of said 

certificate approving these Amended Articles of Incorporation.  Authority Board members shall hold 

office until their successors shall have been appointed and qualified.  Members of the respective 

governing bodies of each political subdivision may be appointed board members of the Authority, 

as may employees of each such political subdivision.  The term of any member who is a full-time 

salaried employee of an incorporating county shall terminate upon termination of employment unless 

specifically extended by the appointing county.  Members of the Authority Board may be 

compensated for their service in the manner provided by the Act, and such compensation is set at 

$200 per month if the board member attends the regular monthly meeting.  The amount of monthly 

compensation for Authority Board members may be changed by concurrent resolutions by all the 

governing bodies of the member political subdivisions.  Any board member who is also a full-time 



 

 

salaried employee of one of the member counties shall not be entitled to the $200 per month 

compensation unless the regular monthly Board meeting takes place outside of said county 

employees normal working hours.   All board members shall be reimbursed for their actual expenses 

incurred in the performance of their duties as board members of the Authority. 

       A member of the Authority Board may be removed by the appointing Board of Supervisors 

within its sole discretion when a majority of such Board of Supervisors rescinds such Authority 

Board member’s appointment. 

                                                            ARTICLE IV 

       The purpose for which the Authority is created are to acquire, purchase, lease as lessee, 

construct, reconstruct improve, extend, operate, maintain and finance a garbage and refuse collection 

and disposal system (as defined in the Act) within, without, or partly within and partly without the 

CPPDC area; and to otherwise have, possess, and exercise the powers granted by the Act specifically 

including the power to acquire, purchase, lease as lessee, construct, reconstruct, improve, extend, 

operate, maintain and finance a garbage and refuse recycling and/or energy recovery facility. 

       While the precise methods of garbage and refuse collection, disposal and recycling which the 

Authority will pursue may vary according to technological developments and the economics of 

alternative methods, the governing bodies of each member political subdivision find the inclusion of 

a preliminary estimate of capital costs, proposals for specific project or projects to be undertaken by 

the Authority and the preliminary estimates of initial rates for service to be impracticable. 

         The Authority shall have the power to contract with any member political subdivision, any 

sanitary district therein or any lawful authority therein to furnish garbage and refuse collection, 

disposal, and recycling services upon such terms as the Authority shall determine, and may, contract 

with other political subdivisions; however, the Authority shall not accept, collect, or dispose of any 

garbage or refuse from any political subdivision not a member of the CPPDC area.  With the approval 



 

 

of the respective political subdivisions and subject to relevant statutes of the Commonwealth of 

Virginia, the Authority may subcontract with public or private individuals, firms and corporations 

for the performance of all or any portion of the garbage and refuse collection, disposal and recycling 

services for which it has been created or for which it has contracted to perform. 

          The Authority may contract with any member political subdivision for the collection of 

garbage and refuse within such jurisdiction, as well as transporting the same to transfer stations, 

disposal sites, and/or recycling centers but may not provide such services to any customer within any 

political subdivision without a contract or agreement with such political subdivision. 

      The Authority may also own, construct, reconstruct, repair and maintain landfills, recycling 

facilities, energy recovery facilities, and other garbage and refuse handling, disposal or recycling 

facilities as may be deemed necessary or convenient in furtherance of its purpose.  Nothing herein 

shall be deemed to limit the Authority to any method of garbage and refuse collection, disposal or 

recycling.  The Authority may also contract with the Cumberland Plateau Planning District 

Commission to serve as the Authority’s administrative agent until such time as the Authority is 

adequately funded and able to employ a chief administrative or executive officer and necessary staff 

personnel.  Prior to employment of a chief administrative or executive officer the Executive Director 

of the CPPDC may serve as the chief administrative officer of the Authority.      

                                                                        ARTICLE V 

 

Should other political subdivisions petition to become members of the Authority, such petition 

shall be acted upon and be subject to the provisions of the Act. 

ARTICLE VI 

 

The Authority shall cause an annual audit of its books and records to be made by the 

State Auditor of Public Accounts or by an independent certified public accountant at the end of 



 

 

each fiscal year, a copy of which shall be provided to the governing body of each member political 

subdivision. 

The Authority shall have an existence of fifty (50) years from the date its Certificate of 

Incorporation is issued, subject to extension, as provided in the Act.

The 2017 Virginia Acts of Assembly (Chapter 836, Part 4-8.03) directs the Auditor of Public 
Accounts to establish a prioritized early warning system to identify poss ible local fiscal distress 
within localities across Virginia and monitor accordingly on an annual basis. During 2018, our 
office revised the criteria and made changes to the model we are using to make a preliminary 
determination of where our office will focus additional follow up with a locality that appears to 
show signs of potential fiscal distress. We are no longer using last year's Financial Assessment 
Model (FAM) score analysis for making this determination. The new model calcu lates twelve 
financial ratios using audited financial statement data, along with considering demographic and 
other external factors in an additional qualitative analysis. Based on our fina l analysis, each 
locality is then qualitatively identified into one of two categories: either identified as needing 
further follow up through our financial assessment questionnaire review process, or identified as 
not needing any further follow up. 

In our previous letter dated December 7, 2018, we notified your locality of our preliminary 
determination based on the ratio analysis using fiscal year 2017 audited financial statement data 
and our final qualitative analysis, and we requested your locality allow our office to perform 
further follow up through our review process. The cou nty completed our assessment 
questionnaire and provided our office additional information related to budget processes, debt, 
borrowing, expenses and payables, revenues and receivables, staffing, and other external 
variables. Additionally, our office had discussions with the county administrator to obtain further 
understanding of certain financial factors during the fiscal year 2017 impacting our ratio analysis, 
and the plans the county has in place to continue to move forward and improve its financial 
position. 

The primary objective of our follow up review with each loca lity ident ified is to determine 
whether a locality is experiencing a situation of fiscal distress that warrants further assistance or

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intervention from the Commonwealth . Based on our review of the completed assessment 
questionnaire and information provided to our office, along with our discussions with your 
locality, we have concluded that the County of Russell does not appear to be in a situation of 
fiscal distress that would warrant assistance or intervention from the Commonwealth. 
Accordingly, we have determined that no further notification nor recommendation from the 
Auditor of Public Accounts to the locality, Governor, and the chairmen of the money committees 
is necessary.
