WHEREAS, the Budget/Finance Committee has submitted to the Russell County Board of 

Supervisors a proposed annual budget for the County for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2022, and 

ending June 30, 2023, which has been reviewed by the Board of Supervisors; and WHEREAS, it is 

necessary to adopt said budget and appropriate sufficient funds to cover the requirements included 

therein; and WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors, in exercising its independent judgment and in 

concert with the Russell County School Board, has considered the school’s annual operating budget; 

and WHEREAS, after considering the availability of local funds, approval of the Russell County 

School Board’s Fiscal Year 2022/2023 Educational Budget is based upon funding from the federal 

government in the amount of $9,426,790; from the state government in the amount of $36,211,653; 

from the local appropriations in the amount of $9,101,317; and other local revenues in the amount of 

$473,554;  

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the annual budget in the sum of $2,007,453 for fiscal year 

2022/2023 be, and is hereby, approved for the operation of food service programs authorized and 

approved by the Russell County School Board subject to and contingent upon the availability of 

funds;

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the annual appropriation in the sum of $150,000 for fiscal 

year 2022/2023 be, and is hereby, made in the Coal Road Fund. 

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the annual appropriation in the sum of $197,052 for fiscal 

year 2022/2023 be, and is hereby, made in the Southwest Virginia ASAP Fund.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the annual appropriation in the sum of $5,494,856 for 

fiscal year 2022/2023, and is hereby, made in the Social Services Fund for the Russell County 

Department of Social Services and is hereby, approved subject to and contingent upon the 

availability of funds as indicated in the preamble hereto. 

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the annual appropriation of the Social Services Fund be, 

and is hereby, increased if and when additional federal and/or state funds or local contributions 

become available. The County Administrator shall advise the Board of Supervisors in writing of all 

such actions.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the annual appropriation in the sum of $1,400,0000 for 

fiscal year 2022/2023 be, and is hereby, made in the Comprehensive Services Act Fund and is hereby, 

approved subject to and contingent upon the availability of funds as indicated in the preamble 

hereto. 

  

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Treasurer, upon receipt of a written order from 

the County Administrator, is authorized to advance funds between the County funds under his 

custody provided, however, that the total advanced to any fund, plus the amount of funds disbursed 

from that fund, does not exceed the annual appropriation of said fund.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that, the County Administrator shall be, and is hereby, 

authorized to do all things necessary to apply for federal and state library aid and in addition, the 

annual appropriation for library operations.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that, the County Treasurer shall be, and is hereby, authorized 

to implement a 10 percent penalty and an interest rate at a rate not to exceed the rate of interest 

established pursuant to §6621 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or 10 percent 

annually, whichever is greater, for the second and subsequent years of delinquency. No penalty for 

failure to pay a tax or installment shall exceed 10 percent of the tax past due on such property. In 

addition, the County Treasurer shall charge a service fee for credit and debit card payments. 

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that, upon receiving notice of grant or program opportunities 

offered by various federal, state, local and other outside organizations, the County Administrator or 

her designee be, and is hereby designated as the agent to execute the necessary grant or program 



application and other documentation, unless the terms of the grant or program require specific 

actions by the Board, to give such assurances as may be required by the agreement subject to 

approval as to form by legal review and to provide such additional information as may be required by 

the awarding organization. Funding awarded shall be subject to appropriation by the Board of 

Supervisors prior to expenditure.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that interest earned on grant and program awards received 

from federal, state, local and other outside organizations be, and is hereby, appropriated to the 

appropriate functional area to be expended in accordance with guidelines as established by the 

organizations.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED those additional funds received for various County programs, 

including contributions and donations, be, and are hereby, appropriated for the purpose established 

by each program.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED those funds received for the off-duty employment by deputy 

sheriff’s programs be, and hereby are, appropriated in the General Fund to cover the costs of the 

program. 

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that upon receipt of written notification from the State 

Compensation Board of additional funds for the Constitutional Officers (Commonwealth’s Attorney, 

Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Treasurer and Commissioner of the Revenue) be, and are hereby, appropriated 

in the General Fund to be expended in accordance with guidelines as established by the state 

government.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the annual contributions that are hereby appropriated 

shall be disbursed on a monthly basis with the amount disbursed not to exceed onetwelfth of the total 

appropriation, unless otherwise agreed upon. Contributions to the Russell County School Division 

and the Russell County Department of Social Services are exempt from this limitation. In addition, 

the County Administrator may require written reports on how previous allocation(s) was/were spent 

before any future disbursements are made. 

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the funds be, and are hereby, appropriated for fiscal year 

2022/2023 in the various funds for continuing capital and special projects and grants as of June 30, 

2022, not to exceed the Restricted, Committed and Assigned Fund Balances as recorded in the 

County’s audited accounting records. The County Administrator shall advise the Board of 

Supervisors in writing of all such actions.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Administrator be, and is hereby, authorized to 

transfer funds within appropriation functions. These transfers may be made to allow the 

disbursement of funds for unanticipated costs incurred in daily County operations and any such 

transfer may not result in a change in the total appropriated within the function. 

  

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Administrator is hereby the authorized signer 

for the County petty cash account available to allow for emergency purchases in daily County 

operations.  

 

BE IT STILL FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors may amend this budget to adjust 

the aggregate amount to be appropriated during the current fiscal year as prescribed by § 15.2-2507 of 



the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended, for all Russell County Departments, Russell County School 

Divisions, and Russell County Constitutional Offices.

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The Bristol Transportation District Regional Improvement Commission met at the 
Southwest Virginia Cultural Heritage Center in Abingdon, Va., Monday, May 23, 2022 at 
1:30 p.m. on publicly-advertised call of the first appointed member, Matthew C. 
Hankins.  
 
Members appointed and present included:

Localities not represented and awaiting appointment:

Mr. Hankins welcomed the members present and detailed the governing Code Section 
and some of the issues facing the Commission. As senior commissioner, Mr. Hankins 
called for nominations for temporary chair. Mr. Lester nominated Mr. Berry as host 
locality. Mr. Young nominated Mr. Hankins. Mr. Hankins deferred to Mr. Berry, and Mr. 
Berry was elected unanimously as temporary chair on voice vote. 
 
Mr. Berry called for nominations for temporary recording secretary. Mr. Lester 
nominated Mr. Hankins, seconded by Mr. Young. Mr. Hankins was elected unanimously 
as temporary secretary on voice vote. 
 
Mr. Berry moved to the next business item, discussion of bylaws. Mr. Hankins presented 
a draft set of by-laws based on the Mt. Rogers Cigarette Tax Board. Ms. Mullins 
suggested holding off on approving by-laws until the Commission is fully constituted, as 
two localities are not yet represented. The Commission agreed to vote to adopt by-laws 
at a later meeting, with discussion at this meeting to shape the form of the by-laws. 
 
Mr. Hankins told the Commissioners the only proposed change submitted prior to the 
meeting was a request from Mr. Young to add a second vice-president. Each planning 
district commission shall be represented as either president, first vice president or 
second vice president, with the presidency rotating annually so each Planning District 
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Commission has a representative serving as president of the Commission once every 
three years. The Commission consensus is to include that change. 
 
Commissioners discussed meeting frequency. The general consensus is to meet 
quarterly in central locations, generally between Abingdon and Lebanon, to keep the 
longest commissioner drives to roughly one-and-a-half hours. The Commission asks that 
the host county provide legal counsel for the meeting. 
 
The Commissioners present further discussed changes to the draft by-laws including 
adding a purpose statement, the last portion of the State Code section creating the 
Commission. Mr. Young made the motion to add the purpose statement, with a second 
from Ms. Mullins. The Commission unanimously agreed to the motion. 
 
The Commission discussed scheduling and a remote attendance policy. The Commission 
will decide after further discussion at its next meeting whether to meet biannually or 
quarterly. Ms. Mullins suggested the Commission allow remote attendance consistent 
with Virginia Freedom of Information Act (subject to the prior approval of the chair), 
that each locality be asked to appoint an alternate to attend and vote on its behalf in 
the absence of its appointee, and that no proxy votes be permitted. The board 
consensus favored those motions. Ms. Mullins asked that all counties provide the 
Commision secretary with written confirmation of its appointments. 
 
The commission discussed the division of funds, whether funds should be divided equally 
between the 14 localities or by population. After discussion, the general consensus of 
the Board is an equal 14-way split pending further conversation with legislators about 
their legislative intent.  
 
Commissioners generally agreed that localities should have flexibility in submitting 
spending priorities that comply with the statutory requirements. Most members arrived 
at consensus that they would prefer to designate their funding for EMS and fire 
department services, while others want to be able to use if for courthouse construction 
or renovation debt services or for VDOT revenue sharing transportation projects. The 
Commissioners agreed that localities may choose to use their entire allotment for a 
single purpose (ie, EMS or debt service), not requiring a set minimum spending 
percentage for any priority. 
 
The commission will ask the Lottery, casino representatives and legislators to attend 
the next meeting in Lebanon to clarify outstanding issues and provide the Commission 
with more clarity on how to proceed.  
 
Outstanding issues include: 
Fiscal agency: will the lottery distribute to localities directly if asked by the 
Commission, or will the Commission need a fiscal agent?  
How often will payments be distributed by the Lottery?  
Will the Commission be able to use portions of the funds for its operations (meeting 
expenses, audit, banking expenses, etc.)? 



The Board discussed including a purpose statement in the by-laws. The board’s 
consensus is to include the following statement from the Virginia Code as its purpose: 
“The Commission shall (i) receive disbursements made to it; (ii) establish funding 
priorities for member localities related to improvements in the areas of education, 
transportation, and public safety; and (iii) make annual payments divided equally 
among the jurisdictions to fund the established priorities as determined by the 
Commission.” 
 
The Commission agreed to schedule its next meeting at 10 a.m. June 30, 2022 at the 
Russell County Conference Center, 139 Highland Drive, Lebanon. 
 
With no further business to discuss, the Temporary Chair adjourned the meeting at 3 
p.m.
