(WCYB) — A Honaker police officer is credited with saving a
resident from a fire Tuesday morning, according to Honaker Police Chief
Brandon Cassell.

Crews responded to a mobile home fire just before 7 a.m. in the 80 block
of Falcon Crest Drive. Patrol officer Noah Ball was on duty and heard the
occupant calling for help.

Ball noticed that the elderly resident was sitting in the living room on the
couch and was unable to get up. Ball was able to get the resident out of
the home. The resident was airlifted to Bristol Regional Medical Center for
treatment of severe burns.

ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ORDINANCE OF RUSSELL COUNTY- ELECTION
DISTRICT AND PRECINCT BOUNDARIES

RUSSELL COUNTY, VIRGINIA

CHAPTER 1.
ARTICLE 1.

WHEREAS, Russell County is obligated to redistrict following the §24.2-304.1 of
the Code of Virginia that requires local governments to use the most recent decennial
population figures for such county, city, or town for the purposes of redistricting and
reapportioning representation, the 2020 United States Decennial Census adjusted by
the Virginia Division of Legislative Services; and

WHEREAS, Russell County has formulated a redistricting plan that would be in
the best interests of the citizens of Russell County; and

WHEREAS, it is hereby ordained as follows:

Section 24.2-100. Applicability of Title — The provisions of this ordinance shall
apply to all elections held in this County except as otherwise provided by general law.

Section 24.2-101. Magisterial District Lines — The Magisterial District Lines of
Russell County as established by Order of the Circuit Court of Russell County, Virginia
as set forth in Deed Book 204 Page 306 in E.W. Callenbach, et als. (petitioners) v
County of Russell, Virginia (defendant) shall remain the same.

Section 24.2-102. Representation of Governing Body. — Representation on

the governing body of Russell County shall be by election districts, from each of which



one (1) member of the Russell County Board of Supervisors shall be elected and one
(1) at-large member elected from the entire county. The combined membership of the
Russell County Board of Supervisors shall be seven (7).
CHAPTER 2.
ARTICLE 1.
Establishment of Election Districts, Naming of Districtsy Description of Election Districts
Section 24.2-200. — Pursuant to the authority contained in the Code of Virginia
(1950), as amended, section 15.2-1211 and 24.2-300 et. seq.,the election districts of
Russell County, Virginia, are hereby created and established “as) set forth in this
ordinance.
Section 24.2-201 — The named election districts with populations set forth are as
follows:
A. Election'District No."1 = 2020, population 4,282.
B. Election DistrictNo.2 —2020, population 4,195.

CHAPTER 4.

ARTICLE1.

Central Absentee Voter Precinct

Section 24.2-400. — Absentee Voter Precinct —

A. There is“hereby created a Central Absentee Precinct in the Office of the
General Registrar/Electoral Board of Russell County, Virginia, for the purpose of
receiving, counting, and recording absentee ballots cast in the County.

The Absentee Voter Precinct shall be used in General Elections and Primary

Elections for all Federal Offices, Statewide Offices, Constitutional, and Local Officers.
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B. The Absentee Voter Precinct shall have at least three (3) officers of
election as provided for in other precincts. The number of officers shall be determined
by the Electoral Board of Russell County, Virginia.

C. @ny voter brings an unmarked ballot to the Central Absentee Voter
Precinct on the day of the election, he or she shall be allowed to vote it. If any voter
brings an unmarked ballot to the Electoral Board on or before the day of the election, he
or she shall be allowed to vote it, and his or her ballot shall be delivered to the Absentee
Voter precinct before the closing of the polls.

The officer at the Absentee Voter Precinct shall determine any appeal by any
other voter whose name appears on the absentee voter applicant list and who offers to
vote in person If the officers at the Absentee Voter precinct produce such records, the
voter shall be allowed.tomwote in person at the Absentee Voter Precinct and have his or
her vote counted“with otherabsentee ‘votes. If the wvoter's appeal is denied, the
provisions of §24.2-708 of,the/Code, of Virginia, 1950, as amended shall be applicable,
and the officers shallhadvise the voter thatshe or she may vote on presentation of a
statement signed by him'orher thathas not received an absentee ballot and subject to
felony penaltiesifor making' false statements pursuant to §24.2-1016 of the Code of
Virginia, 1950, as amended.

D. Absentee ballots may be processed as required by §24.2-711 of the Code
of Virginia, 1950, as amended by the officers of election at the Central Absentee Voter
precinct prior to the closing of the polls but the ballot box shall not be opened, and the
counting of ballots shall not begin prior to that time. In the case of punch card or mark

sense ballots to be inserted in electronic counting equipment, the ballot box may be
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opened, and the absentee ballots may be inserted in the counting equipment prior to the
closing of the polls in accordance with procedures prescribed by the State Electoral
Board, including procedures to preserve ballot secrecy, but no ballot count totals shall
be initiated prior to that time.

As soon as the polls are closed in the county, the officers of election at the
Central Absentee Voter Precinct shall proceed to ascertain and record the vote given by
absentee ballot and report the results in the manner provided for counting and reporting
ballots generally in Article 4 (§24.2-643 et'seq.) of Chapter'6 of Title 24.2 Elections,
Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended.

E. The electoral board‘may provide that the officers of election for the Central
Absentee Voter precinct may be assigned to work'alhor a portion of the time that the
precinct is open on<Election Day subject to the following conditions:

1. The ‘chief officer and the assistant chief officer, appointed pursuant to
§24.2-115 1o, represent, the two political parties, are on duty at all times:
and

2. No officer, political party representative, or other candidate representative
shall leave the'precinct after any ballots have been counted until the polls
are clesed and the count for the precinct is completed and reported.

CHAPTER 5.
ARTICLE 1.

Miscellaneous Provisions

Section 24.2-500. — Notice to voters. — The General Registrar shall notify
any registered voter whose election district, precinct or polling place is changed

at least fifteen days prior to the next general, special, or primary election.
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Section 24.2-501. — Severability. — Should any section or provision of this
ordinance be decided to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decisions shall not
affect the validity or constitutionality of any other section or provision of this
ordinance.

Section 24.2-502. — Effective date. — This ordinance shall be in full force

and effect upon its adoption and enactment b oard of Supervisors.

RUSSELL COUNTY NOISE ORDINANCE

Purpose.

The purpose of this ordinance is to establish reasonable time, place, and manner
regulations pertaining to excessive or unwanted sound. Through content-neutral
regulations, this article strikes an appropriate balance between the rights of individuals
to engage in activities that create or disseminate sounds at reasonable levels, and the
right of the public to a peaceful and healthful environment. It is not the purpose of this
article to interfere unduly with the rights of free speech or the exercise of religion and,
further, it is not the purpose of this ordinance to implement these regulations in a
manner that is based on the content of the sound. In establishing these regulations, the
Board of Supervisors finds the following;:

A Threat to the public health, safety and welfare posed by excessive or unwanted sound.
Inadequately controlled sound presents a growing danger to the public health, safety,
and welfare. Studies have found that these dangers include hearing impairment,
interference with spoken communication, sleep disturbances, cardiovascular
disturbances, disturbances in mental health, impaired task performance, and unwanted
emotional responses. These effects can lead to, among other things, a wide range of
physical problems such as hearing disabilities, increased blood pressure, increased
heart rates, abnormal heart rhythms and fatigue, mental health problems such as
depression, anxiety, nervousness, stress, and emotional instability, an increased risk of
accidents and errors in task performance, and negative effects on learning, reading
attention, work performance, school performance, and interpersonal relationships.

B. Persons particularly vulnerable to excessive or unwanted sound. Studies have found
that the elderly, medical patients, infants, and children are particularly vulnerable to
excessive or unwanted sound.

C. Public safety danger posed by excessive or unwanted sound created by or emanating
from motor vehicles. Excessive or unwanted sound created by, or emanating from, motor
vehicles interferes with the safe operation of other motor vehicles.

D. Effects of increases in sound pressure levels. Studies have characterized the human
reaction to increases in sound pressure levels over ambient levels, as measured in
decibels (dB), as "intrusive" for increases of five to 10 decibels, "very noticeable" for
increases of 10 to 15 decibels, "objectionable" for increases of 15 to 20 decibels, and
"very objectionable to intolerable" for increases of 20 or more decibels.

E. Right of public to be free from an environment of excessive or unwanted sound. The
public has a right to and should be free from an environment of excessive or unwanted
sound, and the Board has a significant governmental interest in providing an
environment free of excessive or unwanted sound.

Administration and enforcement.

The Sheriff is hereby designated the agent of the Board of Supervisors for administering
and enforcing this ordinance. The Sheriff may be assisted in enforcing this ordinance by
employees of the Sheriff's office and other officers and employees of the County.

Applicability.

This ordinance applies to sound produced within the County, regardless of whether the
complainant or the receiving property is within or without the County.

Definitions.

The following definitions apply to this ordinance unless the context requires a different
meaning:

"Agricultural activity" means the bona fide production or harvesting of agricultural
products as defined in section 3.2-6400 of the Code of Virginia including tilling soil for
raising crops; operating agricultural industries or businesses, including, but not limited
to, orchards, fruit packing plants, dairies, nurseries, farm sales, farm stands and
farmers' markets; or any combination of the foregoing activities but shall not include
the above ground application or storage of sewage sludge, or the storage or disposal of
non-agricultural excavation material, waste and debris if the excavation material, waste
and debris are not generated on the farm, subject to the provisions of the Virginia Waste
Management Act.

"Audible" means a sound that can be detected by a person using his or her unaided
hearing faculties, provided that a sound is determined to be audible even if specific
words or phrases cannot be discerned. Sound is audible within a building pursuant to
ordinance if it is audible at least four feet from the wall nearest the sound source, with
the doors and windows of the dwelling unit or applicable room of the complainant's
building closed and, where audibility is determined from a dwelling unit or hotel room,
the dwelling unit or hotel room is located on a different parcel than the parcel on which
the sound source is located.

"Dwelling unit" means a single unit designed to provide complete and independent
living facilities for one or more persons and having permanent provisions for sleeping
and sanitation.

"Emergency operation" means any emergency service provided by any police, sheriff,
fire, or fire and rescue department, any volunteer fire company, any volunteer rescue
squad, any ambulance service or any other emergency service requiring a prompt
response, and any emergency repair of public facilities or public utilities.

"Hospital" means any facility licensed pursuant to Virginia Code § 32.1-123 et seq. in
which the primary function is the provision of diagnosis, treatment, and medical and
nursing services, surgical or nonsurgical, for two or more nonrelated individuals,
including hospitals known under various names such as children's hospitals,
sanatoriums, sanitariums and general, acute, rehabilitation, chronic disease, short-
term, long-term, outpatient surgical, and inpatient or outpatient maternity hospitals.

"Hotel" means any place offering to the public for compensation transitory lodging or
sleeping accommodations, overnight or otherwise, including but not limited to facilities
known under various names such as hotels, motels, travel lodges, tourist homes, or
hostels.

"Hotel room" means a room within a hotel designed for sleeping.

"Mixed-use site" means a single unified development on one or more units or pieces of
real property on which both commercial and residential uses exist.

"Motorcycle" means every motor vehicle that is designed to travel on not more than
three wheels in contact with the ground and is capable of traveling at speeds in excess
of 35 miles per hour.

"Motor vehicle" means every vehicle that is self-propelled or designed for self-
propulsion and includes, but is not limited to, any device defined in Virginia Code § 46.2-
100 as an "electric personal assistive mobility device," "electric power-assisted bicycle,"
"golf cart," "moped," "motorized skateboard or scooter" or "utility vehicle," but does not
include a device moved by human power or used exclusively on stationary rails or tracks
that is self-propelled or designed for self-propulsion. Any structure designed, used, or
maintained primarily to be loaded on or affixed to a motor vehicle to provide a mobile
dwelling, sleeping place, office, or commercial space is considered a part of a motor
vehicle.

"Multi-family dwelling unit" means a structure composed of two or more dwelling units
including, but not limited to, apartments, condominiums, townhouses, and duplexes.

"Nursing home" means any facility or any identifiable component of any facility licensed
pursuant to Virginia Code 8 32.1-123 et seq. in which the primary function is to provide,
on a continuing basis, nursing services and health-related services for the treatment
and inpatient care of two or more nonrelated individuals, including facilities known
under various names such as convalescent homes, skilled nursing facilities or skilled

care facilities, intermediate care facilities, extended care facilities, and nursing or
nursing care facilities.

"Off-road vehicle" means every vehicle that is: (i) an all-terrain vehicle, which is a three-
wheeled or four-wheeled motor vehicle powered by a gasoline or diesel engine and
generally characterized by large, low-pressure tires, a seat designed to be straddled by
the operator, and handlebars for steering, and which is intended for off-road use by an
individual rider on various types of unpaved terrain; (ii) a go-cart, which is a four-
wheeled vehicle that has a low center of gravity and is typically used in racing or riding
on relatively level services; (iii) an off-road motorcycle, which is a motorcycle designed
exclusively for off-road use by an individual rider with not more than two wheels in
contact with the ground; and (iv) a motorcycle-like device commonly known as a trail-
bike or mini-bike. The term "off-road vehicle" does not include: (i) a farm utility vehicle,
which is a motor vehicle that is designed for off-road use and is used as a farm,
agricultural, or horticultural service vehicle; or (ii) a utility vehicle, which is a motor
vehicle that is designed and used as a general maintenance, security or other similar
service vehicle.

"Outdoor" means either outside a structure, or inside a structure that has open
windows, doors, or other openings that allow the activity inside the structure to be
visible or audible outside the structure.

"Parcel" means, as appropriate when the term is applied in conjunction with a reference
to a property line, either: (i) a separate unit or piece of real property; (ii) any area within
a multi-family dwelling unit that is beyond the vertical and horizontal boundaries of the
dwelling unit of the complainant; or (iii) any area within a mixed-use site that is beyond
the interface between the portion of the site owned or occupied by the complainant.

"Person" means any natural person, association, partnership, corporation, or other
legal entity.

"Place of public entertainment” means a building or other place used primarily as a
cinema, theater, amphitheater, concert hall, public hall, dance hall, restaurant, or other
place of entertainment open to the public, regardless of whether the payment of money
or other consideration is required for admission, but does not include a music festival
authorized by a special use permit under County Code Chapter 18.

"Produce" or any derivation of the word, means to produce or reproduce, to allow to
produce or reproduce, to create or allow to be created, or to operate or allow to be
operated.

"Property line" means either: (i) an imaginary line along the ground surface, and its
vertical extension, that separates one unit or piece of real property from another, where
the unit or piece is under different ownership; (ii) the vertical and horizontal boundaries
of a dwelling unit that is part of a multi-family dwelling unit building; or (iii) on a mixed-

use site, the interface between the portions of the parcel on which different categories
of activity are being performed.

"Public property" means real property owned by a governmental entity including, but
not limited to, any public street as defined in this section.

"School" means: (i) a public school subject to Virginia Code Title 22.1; (ii) a private
school serving children in one or more grades between kindergarten and grade 12; (iii)
a school for students with disabilities as that term is defined in Virginia Code 8 22.1-
319; (iv) a child day center as that term is defined in Virginia Code § 63.2-100; (v) the
University of Virginia; and (vi) Piedmont Virginia Community College.

"Sound" means the sensation perceived by the sense of hearing.

"Sound source" means any act or device that emits sound.

"Sport shooting range" means an area or structure designed for the use of rifles,
shotguns, pistols, silhouettes, skeet, trap, black powder, or any other similar sport
shooting.

"Street" means: (i) a public right-of-way that is part of the primary or secondary system
of state highways, or is classified as a highway in the interstate system; or (ii) a privately
owned and maintained travel way for motor vehicles serving two or more single family
detached dwelling units that are located on two or more separate units or pieces of
land, one or more multi-family dwelling units, a mixed-use site, or a site used for
commercial or industrial purposes.

The meaning of any sound-related term not defined herein shall be obtained from the
most recent version of the American Standard Acoustical Terminology, if the term is

defined therein.

State Law reference— Va. Code 8 15.2-1200 .

General sound levels prohibited.

It is unlawful for any person to produce sound that causes at least a 15 dBA increase
in the sound level above the ambient sound level, as determined as follows:

Procedure for measuring sound.
Each sound meter reading shall be conducted as provided herein:

a. Instrument of measurement. Each sound measurement shall be taken
only from a sound level meter.

Calibration of sound level meter. An acoustic calibrator authorized by
the manufacturer of the sound level meter shall have been
performed within 12 months prior to the date of such reading. The
user of the sound level meter shall also have calibrated the sound
level meter within one hour prior to taking sound measurements.
Weather conditions. A windscreen shall be used on the sound level
meter when sound measurements are being taken. No outdoor
sound measurements shall be taken during rain or during weather
conditions in which wind sound is distinguishable from, and is louder
to the ear than, the sound source being tested.

Scale. Each sound measurements shall be expressed in units of the
sound level (dBA). In accordance with American National Standards
Institute specifications for sound level meters. Each measurement
shall be made using the A-weighted scale with fast response,
following the manufacturer’s instructions and measuring the
equivalent sound level. Impulse sounds shall be measured as the
maximum reading and not the equivalent sound level.

Place of sound measurement. Each sound measurement shall be taken
no closer to the sound source than the property lines of the receiving
properties or the property line along which a street fronts. If the
property line of a receiving property is not readily determinable, the
sound measurement shall be taken from ay point inside the nearest
receiving property, or within an occupied structure on receiving
property. If the property line abutting a street is not readily
determinable, the sound measurement shall be taken from the edge
of the pavement which is closest to the source of the sound. Each
sound measurement taken of a sound source within a multi-family
structure, such as an apartment building, townhouse development
and the like, may be made (i) within the interior of another residential
unit in the same structure or the same development; or (ii) from
common areas.

Orientation of microphone. To the extent that it is practical to do so,
the microphone of the sound level meter shall be positioned four to
five feet above the ground or the floor. The orientation
recommended by the manufacturer of the sound level meter shall
supersede the foregoing orientation of the manufacturer's
recommendation conflicts therewith.

Duration of measurement. Each sound measurement shall be taken
over a period of five continuous minutes unless the sound being
measured is an impulse sound. IF the sound being measured is an
impulse sound, each sound measurement shall be taken during the
“impulse” or emission of that sound. The Sheriff shall determine
whether a sound is an impulse sound for purposes of determining
the duration of the sound measurement.



h. Ambient sound measurement. The ambient sound shall be

measured for each sound measurement as follows:

1. The ambient sound level shall be averaged over a period of time
comparable to that for the measurement of the particular sound
source being measured.

2. In order to obtain the ambient sound level, the sound source
being measured shall be eliminated by the source ceasing its sound-
producing activity and the ambient sound level shall be obtained
from the same location as that for measuring the source sound
level. If the sound from the sound source cannot be eliminated, the
ambient sound level shall be measured from an alternative location
whose ambient sound level is not affected by the sound source in
accordance with the following procedure:

a. The alternative location should be as close as feasible as
that for measuring the source sound level, but located so that the
sound from the source has as little effect as possible on the ambient
sound level measurement. Even if the source sound is audible or is
sufficient to raise the sound level above that which would be
measured were it inaudible at the alternative location, the reading is
sufficient for the purpose of this procedure.

b. The alternative location chosen must be such that
structures in the vicinity are similar in size and distribution, and the
local topography is similar in character to the location for the source
sound level measurement.

C. Traffic conditions at the time the ambient sound level is
measured must be similar to those at the location for the sound
source measurement.

Determining source sound level Except for new equipment for

which the owner provides manufacturer's specifications related to
sound levels accepted by the Sheriff, the sound level from a sound
source shall be determined by correcting the total sound level for

ambient sound in accordance with the following procedure:

1. Subtract the maximum measured ambient sound level from the
minimum measured total sound level.

2. In Row A below, find the sound level difference determined
under paragraph (1) and its corresponding correction factor in Row
B.

3. Subtract the value obtained from Row B under paragraph (2)
from the minimum measured total sound level to determine the
source sound level.

4. |If the difference between the total sound level and the ambient
sound level is greater than 10 dBA, no correction is necessary to
determine the source sound level.

Except as provided otherwise in this ordinance, it shall be unlawful for any person to operate
or cause to be operated, any source such that the sound originating from that source causes a
sound level that exceeds the sound levels in the receiving area, measured pursuant to section,
as set forth below:

« Specific acts prohibited.

It is unlawful for any person to produce sound from the following acts that meets or
exceeds the applicable sound levels:

A. Motor vehicle or motorcycle operation. The sound is produced by: (i) the absence
of a muffler and exhaust system conforming to Virginia Code 88 46.2-1047 and 46.2-
1049 on a motor vehicle or a motorcycle; (ii) jackrabbit starts, spinning tires, racing
engines, or other similar acts in a motor vehicle or on a motorcycle; or (iii) a refrigeration
unit mounted on a motor vehicle, and either:

1. On a street or on public property. The motor vehicle or motorcycle is
operated or parked on a street or on public property, and the sound is audible from a
distance of 100 feet or more from the motor vehicle or motorcycle; or

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2. On private property. The motor vehicle or motorcycle is operated or
parked on private property, and the sound is audible: (i) from a distance of 100 feet or
more from the property line of the parcel on which the motor vehicle or motorcycle is
located; or (ii) from inside a dwelling unit or hotel room.

B. Sound producing or reproducing devices. The sound is produced by any device
intended primarily for the production or reproduction of sound and either:

1. Device within or on a motor vehicle on a street or on public property. The
device is within or on a motor vehicle that is operated or parked on a street or on public
property, and the sound is audible from a distance of 100 feet or more from the motor
vehicle;

2. Device within or on a motor vehicle on private property. The device is within
or on a motor vehicle that is operated or parked on private property, and the sound is
audible: (i) from a distance of 100 feet or more from the property line of the parcel on
which the motor vehicle is located; or (ii) from inside a dwelling unit or hotel room;

3. Device within a place of public entertainment. The device is located within
a place of public entertainment, and the sound is audible for a duration of five
continuous minutes or more, without an interruption of the sound for 30 or more
consecutive seconds during the five minute period, within any one hour period: (i) from
a distance of 100 feet or more from the property line of the parcel on which the place
of public entertainment is located; or (ii) between the hours of 10:00 p.m. any day and
7:00 a.m. the following day from inside a dwelling unit or hotel room;

4, Device within a awelling unit. The device is located within a dwelling unit
and the sound is audible: (i) from a distance of 100 feet or more from the property line
of the parcel on which the motor vehicle is located; or (ii) from inside a dwelling unit or
hotel room;

5. Device producing outdoor amplified music or serving as an outdoor public
address systemn. The device is located to produce outdoor amplified music, to serve as
an outdoor public address system, or both, including any such device used in
conjunction with an agricultural activity, and the sound is not otherwise regulated under
subsections (B)(1) through (4) or otherwise exempt pursuant to County Code, and the
sound is audible from inside a dwelling unit or hotel room; or

6. Device in other locations. The device is located other than within or on a
motor vehicle, a place of public entertainment, a dwelling unit, or is not producing a
sound subject to subsection (B)(5), and the sound is audible: (i) from a distance of 100
feet or more from the property line of the parcel on which the device is located; or (ii)
from inside a dwelling unit or hotel room.



C. Off-road vehicles. The sound is produced by an off-road vehicle operated in a
location other than on a street, where the off-road vehicle use is not an authorized
primary use, and the sound is audible: (i) from a distance of 100 feet or more from the
property line of the parcel on which the off-road vehicle is located; or (ii) between the
hours of 10:00 p.m. any day and 7:00 a.m. the following day from inside a dwelling unit
or hotel room.

D. Proximity to sound-sensitive institutions. The sound is produced on any street
adjacent to any school, hospital, nursing home, or court (hereinafter, collectively
referred to as "institutions"), provided that conspicuous signs are posted and visible on
the street(s) adjacent to the institution stating that the street is adjacent to a school,
hospital, nursing home, or court and either:

1. Schools and courts. The sound is audible from inside the school building
or the court between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. when the school or court is
in session; or

2. Hospitals and nursing homes. The sound is audible from inside the hospital
or nursing home.

E. Construction, demolition, or maintenance activities. Either of the following:

1. Sound produced by construction, demolition, or maintenance activities
between the hours of 10:00 p.m. any day and 7:00 a.m. the following day, and the sound
is audible: (i) from a distance of 100 feet or more from the property line of the parcel
on which the activities are located; or (ii) from inside a dwelling unit or hotel room.

2. Sound produced by construction, demolition, or maintenance activities
related to a public facility, a public use, or a public improvement between the hours of
10:00 p.m. any day and 7:00 a.m. the following day, but which is produced by a
contractor of a governmental entity, or a subcontractor of such a contractor, either off-
site or outside of the project limits when the project limits are established in writing by
the governmental entity, and the sound is audible: (i) from a distance of 100 feet or
more from the property line of the parcel on which the activities are located; or (ii) from
inside a dwelling unit or hotel room.

F. Silvicultural activities. Sound produced during lawfully permitted bona fide
silvicultural activities including, but not limited to logging activities, between the hours
of 10:00 p.m. any day and 6:00 a.m. the following day or at any time if the silvicultural
activities, including logging activities, are determined to not be lawfully permitted bona
fide silvicultural activities, and the sound is audible: (i) from a distance of 100 feet or
more from the property line of the parcel on which the activities are located; or (ii) from
inside a dwelling unit or hotel room.



G. Solid waste collection. Sound produced by the collection of solid waste between
the hours of 10:00 p.m. any day and 6:00 a.m. the following day within a residential area
and between the hours of 10:00 p.m. any day and 5:00 a.m. the following day within any
non-residential area, including any mixed-use site, and the sound is audible: (i) from a
distance of 100 feet or more from the solid waste collection activity; or (ii) from inside a
dwelling unit or hotel room.

H. Yard maintenance activities. Sound produced by routine yard maintenance
activities including, but not limited to, mowing, trimming, clipping, leaf blowing, and
snow blowing between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. within a residential area,
and between the hours of 10:00 p.m. any day and 6:00 a.m. the following day within any
non-residential area, including any mixed-use site, and the sound is audible: (i) from a
distance of 100 feet or more from the property line of the parcel on which the activities
are located; or (ii) from inside a dwelling unit or hotel room.

l. Loud explosive devices used to repel birds. Sound produced by loud explosive
devices, including air cannons and carbide cannons, that are designed to produce high
intensity sound percussions for the purpose of repelling birds, and the sound is audible:
(i) from a distance of 100 feet or more from the property line of the parcel on which the
device is located; or (ii) from inside a dwelling unit or hotel room. The use of a loud
explosive device is not an agricultural activity exempt from this ordinance.

Exempt sounds.

The following sounds are not prohibited by this ordinance:

A. Agricultural activities. Sound produced by an agricultural activity.
B. Animals. Sound produced by animals including, but not limited to, barking dogs.
C. Bells or chimes from place of reljgious worship. Sound produced by bells, chimes

or other similar instruments or devices from a place of religious worship.
D. Construction, demolition, or maintenance activities. The following sounds:

1. Sound produced by construction, demoalition, or maintenance activities,
except as provided for in this ordinance.

2. Sound produced by construction, demolition, or maintenance activities
related to a public facility, a public use, or a public improvement, where the sound is
produced on-site or within the project limits established in writing by the governmental
entity.

E. Emergency operations. Sound produced in the performance of emergency
operations including, but not limited to, audible signal devices which are employed as
warning or alarm signals in case of fire, collision, or imminent danger, or sound
produced by power generators during power outages and other emergency situations.

F. Firearms. Sound produced by the lawful discharge of a firearm, including any
sound produced at a gun club, shooting range, shooting preserve, or target, trap or
skeet range.

G. Home appliances. Sound produced by the normal use of home appliances such
as generators, air conditioners, heat pumps, vacuum cleaners, washing machines,
dryers, and dishwashers, provided that the appliances are in good repair.

H. Outdoor amplified music or outdoor public address systems. Sound produced by an
outdoor amplified music system or outdoor public address system if the sound is
outdoor amplified music at a farm winery subject to any applicable farm winery
regulations or is sound produced in conjunction with an outdoor music festival
authorized by special use permit.

l. Parades, fireworks and similar officially sanctioned events. Sound produced by
parades, fireworks, or other similar events which are officially sanctioned, if required;
provided that the exemption for fireworks shall apply only to fireworks displays duly
issued a permit.

J. Person'’s voice. Sound produced by a person's voice, except as provided in this
ordinance.
K. Protected expression. Sound produced by any lawful activity which constitutes

protected expression pursuant to the First Amendment of the United States
Constitution, but not amplified expression; provided that the sound is not prohibited by
this ordinance or other applicable laws.

L. Public facilities, public uses, and public improvements. Sound produced by the
operation of a public facility, public use, or public improvement, including, but not
limited to, any sound which would not be an exempt sound if it was produced by the
operation of a non-public facility, or non-public use.

M. School athletic contests or practices, and other school activities; private schools.
Sound produced by private school athletic contests or practices, and other private
school activities.

N. Silvicultural activities. Sound produced during lawfully permitted bona fide
silvicultural activities including, but not limited to, logging activities, except as provided
for in this ordinance.



O. Solid waste collection. Sound produced by the collection of solid waste, except as
provided for in this ordinance.

P. Telephones. Normal sound produced by landline and wireless telephones.

Q. Transportation. Transient sound produced by transportation including, but not
limited to, public and private airports (except as otherwise regulated), aircraft, railroads,
and other means of public transit, and sound produced by motor vehicles and
motorcycles, except as provided for in this ordinance.

R. Warning devices. Sound produced by a horn or warning device of a vehicle when
used as a warning device, including back-up alarms for trucks and other equipment.

S. Yard maintenance activities. Sound produced by routine yard maintenance
activities including, but not limited to, mowing, trimming, clipping, leaf blowing and
snow blowing, except as provided in this ordinance.

Complaints.

No person shall be charged with violating this ordinance unless the complainant
appears before a magistrate and requests a summons to be issued. However, when a
violation is committed in the presence of a police officer, the police officer is authorized
to initiate all necessary proceedings.

Violation and penalty.

A violation of this ordinance by any person is punishable as a class 3 misdemeanor.
Persons violating this article include, but are not limited to: (i) any person operating or
controlling a sound source that is creating the violation; and (ii) any owner, tenant, or
resident physically present on the parcel where the sound creating the violation is but
the sound source cannot be determined.

MANPOWER SERVICE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made as of this day of ., 2022, by and

between Cumberland Plateau Regional Waste Management Authority (hereinafter referred to as
the "Authority") and the County of Russell, Virginia, a political subdivision of the
Commonwealth of Virginia, (hereinafter referred to as "County").

WHEREAS, the Authority, after causing the construction thereof, has agreed to operate
and manage a transfer station in the County of Russell to ensure the availability of an economical
and environmentally sound method to handle and dispose of solid waste generated in Russell
County; and

vaHEREAS, the Authority dééires to lsecure manpower services to operate the
Authority's transfer station; and

WHEREAS, &16 Coﬁnfy has 6fféréd fo provide said manpower services; and

WHEREAS, tﬁe Authority agfees to retain County for manpower services in order to
efﬁcienﬂy~ and écénoinicaﬂy of)erate fhe Authority's transfer station in Russell County; and

WHEREAS, .in reliénce on t}ﬁs Agreément, the County will employ the certified
personnel rneclestsavry té ensﬁre County's perférmance hereunder and will provide a leachate
truck for the puiposé of pufhpirig and‘ transporting leachate from the transfer station to an
approvéd dispoéal location.

NGW, THEREFORE, FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION of the respective covenants
herein cc‘)n'taiﬁeczi,‘the’parties have aéréed as follows:

REPRESENTATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS

Both parties hereto specifically represent and certify that each has (1) reviewed and




understands the terms and conditions es stated herein; (2) that each has the requisite right, power
and authority necessary for the execution hereof; and (3) that any and all requirements imposed
by the Virginia Public Procurement Act have been satisfied.

Both parties hereto, by the execution hereof, expressly and unequivocally agree, that
County shall be considered as an Independent Contractor hereunder and that no liability
resulting from any willful or negligent act or failure to act by County's employees shall be
attributable to the Authority. The County specifically agrees unless otherwise prohibited by law,
to fully indemnify and protect the Authority from any suit or claim arising out of any breach of
this Agreement by the County. The Authority specifically agrees unless otherwise prohibited by
law, to fully indemnify and protect the County from any suit or claim arising out of any breach
of this Agreement by the Authorlty

AUTHORITY AND COUNTY OBLIGATIONS

The Authority agrees to be responsible for costs associated with the operation of the
transfer stetion lexcept those cleaning and personal hygiene items, wages, taxes, workmen's
compensation insurance, liebility insnrance and other fringe benefits paid to, or for the benefit
of, the workers ernployed ‘ny the Connty assigned to the Authority's transfer station.

QUALITY OF SERVICE ON PERSONNEL/PERFORMANCE EVALUATION

The Authonty shall mamtam the Transfer Station open for performance of this
Agreement between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, excluding
observed holida.‘ys‘ as .’p:rovirled I‘er in.tIle User Agreement executed between the Authority and the
County. If the éounty Wisnes te open additional hours, it shall do so at its own manpower
expense. The actual operating hours nray be altered, provided both parties agree to changes in

the normal posted hours.




SCOPE OF SERVICE CONTRACTOR OBLIGATIONS

The County shall be responsible for securing necessary certification and approvals from
relevant federal, state and local governmental agencies having jurisdiction over its personnel;
provided however, the Authority shall retain responsibility for obtaining all permits and
approvals relating to the general operation of the Transfer Station. During the term hereof, the
County shall provide the personnel certified by the Virginia Department Of Professional and
Occupational Regulations for the daily operation of the Transfer Station, all in compliance and
certified with applicable laws and regulations. Transfer Station personnel will report directly to
the County Administrator/Director of Solid Waste and the Authority’s Director of Waste
Services. Job descriptions and responsibilities will be determined by the Authority and the
County Administratoe.v A cepy i.s on vﬁtle at the Authority office located at 135 Highland Drive,
Lebanon, VA The County shall pr 0V1de a leachate truck for the purpose of pumping and
transportmg leachate from the t1ansfe1 station to an approved disposal location and County will
suppIy fuel, tags and insurance for this leachate truck. The Authority agrees to provide
urllifonns/appro;/ed Beots f01"the pereennel assigned to the transfer station and employees shall be
required te weal; ueifelms dailj}.

TERM OF CONTRACT

Tfﬁs Agi'eement sﬁaﬂ b‘e effecﬁve as of the 5 day of April, 2022. The initial term of this
Agreement shali Be one (1)‘yea‘r’commencing on the 5™ day of April, 2022. The term of this
Agreement shall exfend for.additional ohe—year, upon the same terms and conditions as herein,
unless ei’ther party elects to cancel this Agreement by three (3) months written notice to the other

party prior to the end of this term or of any hold over term.

USER AGREEMENT
FOR
SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL

THIS AGREEMENT, made and executed this the day of , 2020
by and between the COUNTY OF DICKENSON, Virginia, the COUNTY OF BUCHANAN,
Virginia, and the COUNTY OF RUSSELL, Virginia, political subdivisions of the
COMMONWEALTH OF VIRGINIA, hereinafter referred to as “Users,” and the
CUMBERLAND PLATEAU WASTE MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY, a body politic and
corporate and a political subdivision of the COMMONWEALTH OF VIRGINIA, an Authority

created by the aforesaid Users, pursuant to the Virginia Water and Sewer Authorities Act,

hereinafter referred to as “Authority.”
ARTICLE I - BASIC INTENT AND PURPOSE

1. This Agreement is entered into as authorized by the Virginia Water and Waste
Authorities Act, Va. Code Ann. § 15.2-5100 et seq. (hereinafter the “Act™).

2. The Authority has all the powers, rights and duties as described in the Act and as
specified in its Articles of Incorporation and may exercise the same in the
performance of its functions as set out in the Act. ’

3. The purpnseé for which thé Authority was created are to abquire, purchase, lease
as 1essee, construct, reconstruct, improve, extend, operate, maintain and finance a
Garbage and Refuse Colieétion and’Disposal System, as thét term is defined in the
Act, w1th1n w1thout or partly within and partly without the Counties of
Buchanan, Dickenson and Russell, Vlrglma

4. The Authorlty, subject to the terms and conditions heremafter set out, desires to
maintain a safe, samtary and env1ronmentally sound Dlsposal System (hereinafter
defined) and" for and- by such’ D1sposa1 System to accept and dispose of the
Disposable Solid Waste (as the term is defined herein, and: hereinafter referred to
as DSW) of the Users.

5. The Users, subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter set out, desire to use the
Authority’s Disposal System for the disposal of DSW generated within, collected
by, or otherwise under the control of the User..

6. The Disposal System shall be established, operated and maintained in accordance
with the Authority’s Plan of Operation, a copy of which is on file and available
for review at the Cumberland Plateau Regional Waste Management office at 135
Highland Drive, Suite C, Lebanon, Virginia 24266, at the Virginia Department of
Environmental Quality or through a FOIA request, said Plan may be amended by
the Authority from time to time and subject to approval of the counties and

Department of Environmental quality.

ARTICLES II - DEFINITIONS

1. Disposable Solid Waste (hereinafter DSW) — Any Solid Waste other than

Hazardous Waste, specifically including Processible Solid Waste, Special Waste
(approved, as set forth in the Plan of Operation) and Non-Processible Solid Waste
(as such terms are defined in the Plan of Operation).

2. Disposal System — All those facilities owned, leased or operated by the Authority

designed to collect, rhanage and/or dispose of Solid Waste and those designed to
accomplish recycling and/or volume waste reduction by:methods other than
DSW; and the land, structures, vehicles and equipment for use in connection
therewith.

3. Hazardous Waste — a Solid Waste or combination of Solid Waste which, because

of its quantity, concentration or physical, chemical or infectious characteristics
may: (a) cause or significantly contribute to an increase in mortality or an increase
in serious irreversible,j: or incapacitating reversible, illness; or (b) pose a
substantial present or potential hazard to human health, the Disposal System, or
the environment when improperly treated, stored, transported, disposed of or
otherwise managed. The foregoing definition is intended to include any waste
now or hereafter designated as “hazardous” by State or Federal agencies
(including the United States Environmental Protection Agency) with jurisdiction
and authority to promulgate and enforce rules and regulations for the handling and

disposal of hazardous and other wastes.

. USER AGREEMENT
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. Non-Conforming Waste — (a) Any waste excluded from the definition of Solid

Waste and (b) Special Waste (as defined in the Plan of Operation) which has not
been approved by the Authority.

. Plan of Operation — A plan adopted by the Authority, as amended or

supplemented, setting forth the types of material acceptable to the Authority for
disposal, the times and places where material will be received by the Authority,
the methods of collecting fees charged by the Authority for disposal service, and
such other information as will describe operational procedures, control use of the
Disposal System and provide instruction and guidelines to users of the Disposal
System, said Plan and any amendments or supplements available per Article I,

Section Six hereinabove.

. Solid Waste — Any garbage, trash, brush, refuse, sludge (as defined in the Plan of

Operation) and other discarded material, including solid, liquid, semi-solid or
contained gaseous material, resulting from- industrial, commercial, mining and
agricultural operations and from community activities and residences, but does
not include: (i) solid and dissolved materials in domestic sewage; (ii) solid or
dissolved material in irrigation return flows or in industrial discharges which are
sources subject to permit from the State Water Control board; (iii) source, special
nuclear, or by-product material as defined by the Federal Atomic Energy Act of
1954, as amended; (iv) to the extent such Solid Waste is transported from the
Transfer Stations to any landfill operated by an entity other than the Authority,
and other materials not allowed under the permits, licenses and approvals relating
to such landfill; or (v) asbestos.

Tipping Fee — The charge made by the Authority for the disposal of DSW. The
Tipping Fee shall be calculated by determining the total of: (a) the disposal fee
charged by any landfill operator with whom the Authority may contract for the
ultimate disposal of* any :Solid Waste delivered hereunder; (b) the amount of
principal premium, if any, and interest or any other amounts due, or to become
due, with respect to” any indebtedness of the Authority or required to avoid a
default with respect to such indebtedness; and ‘(c) all expenses of the Authority

relating to the operation and maintenance of the Disposal System as per the line

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item budget approved annually by the Authority Board, excluding administrative
costs defined below) including any reserves required by Alithority. This amount
shall be divided by the tonnage projected to be received to derive a cost per ton to
be charged for use of the Disposal System. The tipping fee is the same for all
three member counties per the components of this paragraph. However,
transportation costs for each member county is determined by mileage from the
county’s transfer station to the landfill. The cost per mile will be uniform for each
county with only the actual mileage varying. The Authority will invoice each
county separately for its transportation costs. The parties agree to annually
review the component costs making up the tipping fee and transportation costs to
make appropriate annual adjustment to said tipping fee and transportation costs
(costs per mile). The annual adjusted tipping fee and transportation costs are
subject to the approval of the Board of Supervisors of each of the Users and the
Board of the Authority. Once the User Agreement is approved either initially or
upon subsequent annual reviews, said approved User Agreement shall be binding
on all the parties. It is acknowledged by all the parties that -the landfill charge is
based on a five year contract that is procured pursuant to Code of Virginia Section
15.2-5136. The parties further acknowledge that the Authority is contractually
bound by this five year contract in regard to the landfill charge and bound by
another contract for transportation charges. The parties agree that such contracts
are binding upon the:Authority and while in effect restrict the Authority’s ability
to make any adjustments to landfill contract costs and transportation contract
costs. However, the parties further agree that the contract for access to the landfill
and the contract for transportation services to transport the ‘solid waste from the
transfer stations to the landfill are subject to review and approval of the Board of
Supervisors of the three Users.

. Administrative Fee—The Authority has administrative costs that include items in
the current Authority fiscal line item budget as approved by the Authority Board.
These costs include, but are not limited to, IT support, bookkeeping costs, salary
and fringe benefits of Authority employees, legal costs, office rental, and VACO

insurance. The Authority will present its proposed line item annual budget for

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the upcoming year to the member County Administrators annually on or before
March 15 to be included in each County Board of Supervisor’s next monthly

meeting agenda for review and approval .

The total monthly administrative costs of the Authority shall be divided equally
among the Users and paid through monthly invoices submitted to the Users by the
Authority.
ARTICLE III - TERM OF AGREEMENT
1. This Agreement shall become effective and operations hereunder shall commence on
or about July 1, 2022. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties,
commencing upon the execution hereof, and extending for a period of one (1) year.
Prior to the end of the one-year term, any further extensions must be approved by the
Board of Supervisors of each of the User and the Authority Board annually.
ARTICLE 1V - DELIVERY CONDITIONS

1. The Users hereby agree to deliver or cause to be deli{/éréd to the Disposal System
in accordance with the Plan of Opefation ‘sﬁbstantial'lvy all (at least 95 percent per
year) of the DSW which is genefated or collected by or within or under the
control of each of the Users from the effective date of this Agreement. Each of the
Users will also use best efforts to- enter into contractual agreements with each
locality, generator and commercial hauler of DSW in their respective counties for
their use of the Disposal System.

2. Subject to the terfns énd conditions of this Agreemeht; and the Plan of Operation,
the Authority hereby agrees to receive and accept -all DSW delivered to the
Disposal System by each of the Users after the effective date of this Agreement
and throughout the remaining term of this Agreement.. -

3. The Authority shall provide one or more Transfer Stations to each of the Users for
the disposal of DSW. The location of all Transfer Stations shall be specified in the
Plan of Operation. The Authority shall have the right to designate a separate point
or points of delivery for any grades or categories of DSW which in its opinion

require special handling or methods of disposal.

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. The Users hereby agree not to build or, to the extent of their legal authority, allow
to be built any facilities that would compete with the Disposal System during the

duration of the term of this Agreement.
ARTICLE V — CHARGES AND FEES FOR USE OF
AUTHORITY DISPOSAL SYSTEM

. The Users agree to pay to the Authority rates, fees, and other charges as approved
by the Authority’s Board of Directors in compliance with Va. Code Ann. §15.2-
5136 subject to approval of the Board of Supervisors of each User. The Authority
agrees to comply with § 15.2-5136 when fixing rates, fees, and other charges.
Each of the Users shall have the right to set the fees to be charged to the public at
each transfer station in their respective county for the disposal of DSW.

. The Authority shall invoice each User for the Tipping Fees on a monthly basis
(within ten (10) days. after the end of the month). Such invoices will show the
total tonnage received by  the Authority attributable to the User during the billing
period of all DSW. Such invoices shall be due and payable without offset within
Thirty (30) days of the date of the invoice. ,

. The DSW delivered to the stposal System will be welghed for the purpose of
determining the actual tonnage received. Fractions of tons actually received shall
be invoiced on an accumulated basis each month. In the event of malfunction of
the Authority’s weighing scales or other measuring device, an estimate of the
amount of DSW received will be computed based on the average amount received
per vehicle, when dumping records for such vehicle for: the six (6) months
immediately preceding are available, or when such records are not available, will
be computed based on the average amount received per vehicle of like size and/or
compaction ratio.

. The Authority shall keep proper books and records in accordance with generally
accepted accounting principles which shall be available for inspection by the User
at all reasonable times. - _

. Any proposed amendment of rates, fees or other charges imposed by the
Authority on the Users pursuant to this Agreement is subject to approval by the

ARTICLE VI - TITLE TO SOLID WASTE; LIABILITY FOR SOLID WASTE

Title to all DSW delivered to the Disposal System by each of the Users shall pass
to the Authority when recorded by the Authority’s weighing scales or other
measuring devices at the Authority’s facilities, EXCEPT that title to Hazardous
Waste and Non-Conforming Waste shall not vest or pass to the Authority, even if
Hazardous Waste and Non-Conforming Waste is delivered to and unknowingly
accepted by the Authority.

This project consists of replacing approximately 1.5 miles of old 2-inch galvanized line with 8-
inch and 6-inch lines and adding fire protection to approximately 20 homes along with an
additional area of Russell County that has approximately 20 homes of new service. VDH’s offer
was in the amount of $523,000 grant and $418,700 loan, Coalfield Water Development Fund
approved $75,000, and SW VA W/WW awarded $120,000.

James and
Rita have been very informative and have brought me up to date with
the most current changes and progress of each project. While some of
these projects are current and on track with the funding agencies,
weather and supply demand has limited progress in going forward.
We have received some project materials; however, the inclement
weather remains an issue.

There remain some old 2017/2018 Castlewood projects that appear
to not yet be closed out with Virginia Department of Health (VDH). |
have set up a meeting with T & L and Crossroads Engineering for
Tuesday February 15" at 3 pm to discuss the completion of these
projects so that we can get them of closed out and meet the criteria
of VDH for submitting additional request for funds on future projects.
| will discuss with the board at the meeting the outcome of that
meeting.

| approved Rita Baker to submit a funding application for the House &
Barn Mountain project. The deadline to submit applications to VDH is
mid- April. Although RCPSA does has old projects that have not been
closed, | remain hopeful that by the time funding is made available




that these other projects mentioned in line item 2 have met total
completion.

. Tim Honaker is currently working with Brad Patton and Mike Horton

from the Castlewood system to coordinate the Elam Street Project.
Brad Patton and Mike Horton have met with VDOT and James Baker
to discuss road crossing. It appears they have reached an agreement
and this project is set to move forward.

. | have met with maintenance crews to discuss plans for hydrant

repairs and replacements. Some repairs and replacements have been
made. | will collect report with the latest changes to the hydrant list
and report at the meeting.

. As I mentioned in the January meeting, | have met with RCPSA

Maintenance staff to discuss some of the current issues with
operations and maintenance. | have currently placed responsible
personnel in place to resolve some of the down time in making
repairs in maintenance as well as keeping projects moving
adequately along. We have three part-time employees that have
submitted and worked out their two weeks’ notice. Shawn Hess,
Sedrick Mitchell which worked on construction and Carl Rhea, meter
reader. Carl read master meters for the PSA; however, we have
currently restructured, and it appears we have adequate staffing that
can collect the master meter data without filling this position. Upon
speaking with Tim Honaker, he is asking that we fill the two part-time
positions as these employees served as flagmen for construction. |
don’t recommend filling these positions until weather permits and
construction can be resumed.

. New copies of the Employee Handbook have been resubmitted to

Supervisors and they are going over in part, and as time permits, all
the pertinent information that needs to be discussed.

. Construction crews have purchased parts and made some repairs to

equipment on bad weather days. We have begun reqular pump
station maintenance and have supplied each pump station with a fire
extinguisher.

Office/Clerical:

| authorized Rhonda Lester, Office Manager to fill a part-time position

since Rita Bostic had to be off for lengthy period of time as well as

Rhonda needing to be able to spend the majority of her time in

downloading data into the new Muni Link Software. The PSA has

purchased software that once it is implemented and being fully utilized,

will aide a much quicker process of office/clerical process as well allow




for less staffing. It will take some time to get this completed but it will
result in a much more efficient operation.

Water/Wastewater Plant Operations and Maintenance:

° Since the recent resignation of Chad Slemp, Water Planter operator,
| was able to hire Bradley Osborne from Lebanon to fill this position.
Bradley comes to the PSA with a Class | Water License and a Class 1l
Wastewater License.

° Brad Patton has worked out a plan with Brian Ferquson, director of
solid waste to coordinate time of leachate discharge that will aide in not
exceeding daily flow limitations.

° Also, Mr. Patton has worked with VDH to submit written
explanations of various sources exceeding capacity as well as Membranes
that are exceeding operating limits. So far, we have been fortunate that
the requlatory agency has worked with us and not held us exactly to the
specific criteria, as they know that we are making repairs and
adjustments to bring us into compliance.

Water Maintenance/Plant Operations:

General maintenance on water plants and pump stations. Water plants
and pump stations are in desperate need repairs. There is a lot of down
time with the membrane plants. Some repairs have been made and some
updates to software will aide in less down time.

The PSA crews continue to perform general maintenance to all systems:
work orders, disconnects, reconnects, new installations, meter reading,
hydrant flushing and hydrant repairs, etc...

Flushing Systems: We will be flushing systems to enhance chlorine
residuals and reduce THM'’s (Disinfection Byproducts). The flushing
program will produce the results we need to meet state criteria. We have
done additional flushing in some areas due to water leaks.

Another issue at hand is, collecting water samples on time and dealing
with Notice of Violations. We are currently working with VDH/ODW to
resolve any and eventually all violations.

There was a severe lack of materials on hand to make water/wastewater
repairs. We are currently working on replenishing materials as well as
keeping an inventory. Inventory will allow for materials used to be
accounted for as well as provide reordering in a timely manner.

The Authority shall have all the rights, powers and duties,

This
documentation has been prepared in accordance with the Virginia Financial Assurance
Regulations for Solid Waste Disposal, Transfer, and Treatment Facilities, 9VAC 20-70.

The Authority’s facilities have approved 2021 closure cost estimates totaling $23,935 and
financial assurance for $25,022.46 in the form of a Certificate of Deposit. No further information
or submittals are requested at this time.
