RUSSELL COUNTY ORDINANCE NO.___

REVENUE SHARE FOR SOLAR ENGERGY PROJECTS AND ENERGY STORAGE
SYSTEMS ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, the Virginia General Assembly enacted Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-2636 titled
“Revenue Share for Solar Energy Projects”, effective July 1, 2020; and

WHEREAS, Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-2636 authorizes any locality to adopt an ordinance
to asses a revenue share of up to $1,400.00 per megawatt, as measured in alternating current (AC)
generation capacity of the facility, based on submissions by the solar facility owners to the
interconnecting utility, on any solar photovoltaic (electric energy) project, subject to certain
exemptions set out in Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-2636; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Russell County, Virginia desires to adopt and implement

this “Solar Energy Project Revenue Share Ordinance” to implement the provisions of the Virginia
Code Annotated 858.1-2636.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of the Russell County,
Virginia (“County”) as follows:

Section 1: Purpose, Definition, Relation to Other Ordinances.

a. The purpose of this article is to implement Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-2636 titled
“Revenue Share for Solar Energy Projects” approved by the 2020 Regular Session of
the Virginia General Assembly and signed into law by the Governor, effective July 1,
2020.

b. Terms used in this chapter shall have the defined meanings found in Virginia Code
Annotated §858.1-2636, §58.1-3660, §58.1-3507, or 858.1-3508.6, as amended.

c. To the extent that the provisions of this chapter conflict with any other prior ordinance
or provision of the Russell County, Virginia Code of Ordinances, this chapter shall
control.

Section 2: Applicability
a. This chapter shall apply to all solar photovoltaic (electric energy) systems and energy
storage systems except those:

i. Described in §56-594, 856-594.01 §56-594.2 or Chapters 358 and 382 if the Acts of
Assembly of 2013 as amended;



ii. Twenty (20) megawatts or less, as measured in alternating current (AC) generation
capacity, for which an initial interconnection request form has been filed with an
electric utility or a regional transmission organization on or before December 31,

2018.

iii. Five (5) megawatts or less as measured in alternating (AC) generation capacity.

Section 3: Revenue Share Rate per Megawatt and Waiver of Machine and Tool Tax.

a.

The County hereby imposes a revenue share in the amount $1,400 per
megawatt, as measured in alternating current (AC) generation capacity of the
nameplate capacity of the facility based on submissions by the facility owner to
the interconnecting utility, shall be assessed each tax year on all solar
photovoltaic (electric energy) projects in operation in the County.

The County hereby imposes a revenue share in the amount $1,400 per
megawatt, as measured in alternating current (AC) storage capacity, shall be
assessed each tax year on all energy storage systems in operation in the County.
"Energy storage system™ means equipment, facilities, or devices that are
capable of absorbing energy, storing it for a period of time, and redelivering
that energy after it has been stored.

Except as prohibited by subdivision 3 of the Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-
2636, the maximum amount of the revenue share that may be imposed shall be
increased on July 1, 2026 and every five years thereafter by ten percent (10%).

The exemption for solar photovoltaic (electric energy) projects greater than five
(5) megawatts as provided by Virginia Code Annotated 8§58.1-3660, as
amended, shall be one hundred percent (100%) of the assessed value.

Nothing contained herein shall be construed to prevent any other tax or fee as
provided by the Code of Virginia.

Section 4: Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption.

WHEREAS, this group of volunteers, 13 years of age, but less than sixteen
years of age, would be labeled as an Associate Junior Squad member. These
volunteer members would have to submit an application. Upon approval, a
meeting would be held with the parent(s) and a volunteer plan would be designed.
Each of these volunteer members would be allowed to do only tasks in the
designed plan. This plan would be based on training and experience and may
include actively participating in rescue squad calls. If the parent(s) are squad
members, the child would be under their supervision. If the parent(s) are not

If the parent(s) are not squad members, they would
choose one of the current senior squad members to mentor their child and
supervise them while on the squad premises or in a squad vehicle.

John McCoy, Lebanon Fire Department addressed the board representing all the County Fire
Departments. He thanked the Board for the digital radios. He requested that $9240.00 be allocated to
pay for the “l am responding app” for all departments. This allows volunteers to use their cell phones to
respond to calls. He also commented on the increase in costs of operating fire departments effectively
and efficiently. Mr. McCoy requested that the County increase the annual appropriation to $576,000.
(To be divided evenly between all the fire departments).



Sandy Hess, Department of Social Services employee stated that there is a need for shelter for homeless
individuals, displaced residents, emergency situations, etc. She added that Green Valley Baptist Church is
the only shelter available at this time. The schools are supposed to be shelters in the County,
unfortunately some of these have no showers or are handicapped accessible. There is no shelter in the
Honaker area of Russell County. There is an available building in Honaker that could be a solution. She
suggested that grants, ARPA, Cares money, etc. could be used as funding.

RUSSELL COUNTY ORDINANCE NO.___

REVENUE SHARE FOR SOLAR ENGERGY PROJECTS AND ENERGY STORAGE
SYSTEMS ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, the Virginia General Assembly enacted Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-2636 titled
“Revenue Share for Solar Energy Projects”, effective July 1, 2020; and

WHEREAS, Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-2636 authorizes any locality to adopt an ordinance
to asses a revenue share of up to $1,400.00 per megawatt, as measured in alternating current (AC)
generation capacity of the facility, based on submissions by the solar facility owners to the
interconnecting utility, on any solar photovoltaic (electric energy) project, subject to certain
exemptions set out in Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-2636; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Russell County, Virginia desires to adopt and implement

this “Solar Energy Project Revenue Share Ordinance” to implement the provisions of the Virginia
Code Annotated 858.1-2636.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of the Russell County,
Virginia (“County”) as follows:

Section 1: Purpose, Definition, Relation to Other Ordinances.

a. The purpose of this article is to implement Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-2636 titled
“Revenue Share for Solar Energy Projects” approved by the 2020 Regular Session of
the Virginia General Assembly and signed into law by the Governor, effective July 1,
2020.

b. Terms used in this chapter shall have the defined meanings found in Virginia Code
Annotated §858.1-2636, §58.1-3660, §58.1-3507, or 858.1-3508.6, as amended.

c. To the extent that the provisions of this chapter conflict with any other prior ordinance
or provision of the Russell County, Virginia Code of Ordinances, this chapter shall
control.

Section 2: Applicability
a. This chapter shall apply to all solar photovoltaic (electric energy) systems and energy
storage systems except those:

i. Described in §56-594, 856-594.01 §56-594.2 or Chapters 358 and 382 if the Acts of
Assembly of 2013 as amended;



ii. Twenty (20) megawatts or less, as measured in alternating current (AC) generation
capacity, for which an initial interconnection request form has been filed with an
electric utility or a regional transmission organization on or before December 31,

2018.

iii. Five (5) megawatts or less as measured in alternating (AC) generation capacity.

Section 3: Revenue Share Rate per Megawatt and Waiver of Machine and Tool Tax.

a.

The County hereby imposes a revenue share in the amount $1,400 per
megawatt, as measured in alternating current (AC) generation capacity of the
nameplate capacity of the facility based on submissions by the facility owner to
the interconnecting utility, shall be assessed each tax year on all solar
photovoltaic (electric energy) projects in operation in the County.

The County hereby imposes a revenue share in the amount $1,400 per
megawatt, as measured in alternating current (AC) storage capacity, shall be
assessed each tax year on all energy storage systems in operation in the County.
"Energy storage system™ means equipment, facilities, or devices that are
capable of absorbing energy, storing it for a period of time, and redelivering
that energy after it has been stored.

Except as prohibited by subdivision 3 of the Virginia Code Annotated §58.1-
2636, the maximum amount of the revenue share that may be imposed shall be
increased on July 1, 2026 and every five years thereafter by ten percent (10%).

The exemption for solar photovoltaic (electric energy) projects greater than five
(5) megawatts as provided by Virginia Code Annotated 8§58.1-3660, as
amended, shall be one hundred percent (100%) of the assessed value.

Nothing contained herein shall be construed to prevent any other tax or fee as
provided by the Code of Virginia.

Section 4: Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption.

Board Action Requests

VDOT is seeking Board action on item this month in the form of a resolution, and highlight another of item of
interest:

The willingness posting for a public hearing for the proposed abandonment of the discontinued Route 19
right-of-way at the Alternate Route 58 and Route 19 intersection in Hansonville has expired and did not
receive a request for a public hearing. Thus, the residency is requesting the Board to pass a resolution of
support to abandon the segment in question per letter to Russell County dated January 27, 2023. (See
attached for location)

Understanding the Board anticipates moving forward with abandonment of Routes 1211 and 781, the
residency will coordinate with County staff to complete the public involvement steps of the process.

Maintenance Activities

Maintenance crews are actively involved in a variety of activities including:

Snow Removal: While the County did not receive a substantial snow / winter weather event this month,
there have been multiple minor events and forecasts indicating precipitation with temperatures at or near
freezing. These events and forecast have kept resources allocated to winter weather operations

Brush cutting was completed on segment(s) of Routes 63 and 700.

Maintenance work (spreading gravel, blading) was conducted on routes 609, 611, 636, 640, 668, 669 and
693.

Ditching was completed on segments of Routes 71, 656 and 821.

Pothole patching was completed on Routes 19, and 678.

Tree and storm debris removal was completed on Routes 19, 67, 80, 603, 614, 624, 636, 651 and 718.
A pipe was replaced on Route 718.

A slope failure was repaired on Route 621.

Maintenance Activities Planned

o Slope stabilization / slide repair on Routes 600, 621 and 712. Work is planned to be initiated on Route
621 on 3/1.
e Culvert replacement & associated ditching on Route 730 (Requires permit)

e Boom ax work on various routes throughout the County.



e Pothole patching on routes throughout the County, with an initial emphasis on routes included in the
paving season’s overlay schedules (see below).

o Slide repair on Routes 622 and 624.

o Installation of sand barrels between guardrail and signal pole at the Wal-Mart entrance Route 19
intersection; need to coordinate with guardrail repair. Task Order Issued

Rural Rustic / 6 Year Plan Proiects

Work on Blanch Davis Road (Route 606) has been completed with the exception of paving, which is planned for
the 2023 paving season.

North Cedar Acres is a small project (adding approximately 370 feet) of road utilizing residual funding from
previously completed projects and is proposed for completion as weather allows, with paving proposed for the

spring of 2023.

6 year plan funding is anticipated to be released in March. Upon receipt of funding amounts, the residency will
begin reviewing / updating estimates for projects on the plan and identifying new projects.

Non — VDOT Projects

Pure Salmon Proiect

No new information to report this month, a recent site visit indicated progress continues on the construction of the
connection to Route 19. The residency understands overhead utility relocation is underway which will allow final
excavation to be completed to make the connection to Route 19.

Three Rivers Destination Center

No new activity this month on this project.

2023 Resurfacing

The following routes will be resurfaced (asphalt overlay) during the 2023 paving season:

On motion of Clifford Hess, seconded by Thomas Tignor, which carried 7-0, the following
policy was adopted:

WHEREAS, Section 2.2-4300 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended, known as the
"Virginia Public Procurement Act," was enacted to enunciate the public policies pertaining to
governmental procurement from nongovernmental procurement that may or may not result in
monetary consideration for either part; and

WHEREAS, IT IS THE INTENT OF THE "Virginia Public Procurement Act" to obtain
high quality goods and services at reasonable cost, that all procurement procedures be conducted
in a fair and impartial manner with avoidance of any impropriety, that all qualified vendors have
access to public business and that no offeror be arbitrarily excluded, that competition be sought to
the maximum feasible degree, that procurement procedures involve openness and administrative
efficiency, that individual public bodies enjoy broad flexibility in fashioning details of such
competition, that the rules governing contract awards be made in advance of the competition, that
specifications reflect the procurement needs of the purchasing body rather than being drawn to
favor a particular vendor, and that the purchaser and vendor freely exchange information
concerning what is sought to be procured and what is offered; and,

WHEREAS, the General Assembly prescribed methods of procurement as set forth in
Section 2.2-4304 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly, pursuant to Section 2.2-4303(0) and (H) of the Code
of Virginia of 1950, as amended, has authorized public bodies to establish purchase procedures
not requiring competitive sealed bids or competitive negotiation for single or term contracts for
goods and services other than professional services if the aggregate or the sum of all phases is not
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expected to exceed $200,000.00 and not requiring competitive negotiation for single or
term contracts for professional services if the aggregate or the sum of all phases is not expected to
exceed $80,000.00, provided that the public body adopted such procedures in writing; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of the Russell County Public Service Authority, a public
body as defined in the "Virginia Procurement Act," to adopt written purchase procedures not
requiling competitive sealed bids or competitive negotiation for single term contracts for goods
and services not to exceed $200,000 and single or term contracts professional services not to
exceed $80,000.00.

TITLE

L Pursuant to Section 2.2-4303(G) and (H) of Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended,
The Russell County Public Service Authority, a public body, hereby adopts procedures for not
requiring competitive sealed bids or competitive negotiation for single terms contracts for goods
and services not expected to exceed $200,000.00 and professional services not expected to exceed
$80,000.00 which shall be known as "THE RUSSELL COUNTY PUBLIC SERVICE
AUTHORITY SMALL PURCHASE PROCUREMENT POLICY."

PURPOSE

2 The purpose of "The Russell County Public Service Authority Small Purchase Procurement
Policy" is to enunciate the public policies pertaining to governmental procurement from
nongovernmental sources, to include governmental procurement that may or may not result in
monetary consideration for either party. This resolution shall apply whether the consideration is
monetary or nonmonetary and regardless of whether the Authority, the contractor, or some third
party is providing the consideration.

INTENT

3 It is the intention of the Russell County Public Service Authority, to obtain high quality
goods and services at reasonable cost that the procurement of goods and services other than
professional services not exceeding $200,000.00 for single or term contracts be conducted in a fair
and impartial manner with avoidance of any impropriety or appearance of impropriety and that all
qualified vendors have access to public business and that no offeror be arbitrarily or capriciously
excluded. It is the intent of the Russell County Public Service Authority that competition be sought
to the maximum feasible degree, that procurement procedures involve openness and administrative
efficiency, that the rules governing contract awards be made clear in advance of the competition,
that specifications reflect the procurement needs of the Russell County Public Service Authority
rather than being drawn to favor a particular vendor, and that the Russell County Public Service
Authority and the vendor freely exchange information concerning what is sought to be procured
and what is offered.

DEFINITIONS

4. The following definitions shall apply to " The Russell County Public Service Authority
Small Purchase Procurement Policy."
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"BEST VALUE" as predetermined in the solicitation, means the overall combination of quality,
price and various elements of required services that in total are optimal relative to the Authority’s
needs.

"CONSTRUCTION" means building, altering, repairing, improving or demolishing any structure,
building or highway, and any draining, dredging, excavation, grading, or similar work upon real
property.

"CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT CONTRACT" means a contract in which a party is
retained by the owner to coordinate and administer contracts for construction services for the
benefit of the owner, and may also include, if provided in the contract, the furnishing of
construction services to the owner.

"GOODS" means all material, equipment, supplies, printing and automated data processing
hardware and software.

"INFORMALITY" means a minor defect or variation of a bid or proposal from the exact
requirements of the Invitation to Bid, or the Request for Proposal, which does not affect the price,
quality, quantity or delivery or delivery schedule for the goods, services or construction being
procured.

"MULTIPHASE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT" means a contract for the providing
of professional services where the total scope of work of the second or subsequent phase of the
contract cannot be specified without the results of the first or prior phase of the contract.

"NON-PROFESSIONAL SERVICES" means any services not specifically identified as
professional services in the definition of professional services contained in this paragraph.

"POTENTIAL BIDDER OR OFFEROR" means a person who, at the time the Russell County
Public Service Authority negotiates and awards or proposes to award a contract, is engaged in the
sale or lease of goods, or the sale of services, insurance or construction, of the type to be procured
under the contract, and who at such time is eligible and qualified to submit a bid or proposal had
the contract been procured through competitive sealed bidding or competitive negotiation.

"PROFESSIONAL SERVICES" means work performed by an independent contractor within the
scope of the practice of accounting, actuarial services, architecture, land surveying, landscape
architecture, law, dentistry, medicine, optometry, pharmacy or professional engineering.

"PUBLIC CONTRACT" means an agreement between the Russell County Public Service
Authority, and a nongovernmental source that is enforceable in a court of law.

"RESPONSIBLE BIDDER" means a person or entity who has submitted a bid that conforms in
all material respects to the Invitation to Bid.

"SERVICES" means any work performed by an independent contractor wherein the service
rendered does not consist primarily of acquisition of equipment or materials, or the rental of
equipment, materials and supplies.
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PROCEDURE FOR GOODS AND SERVICES

3. The Director may at his discretion enter into negotiations for single or term contracts for
goods and services other than professional services where the aggregate or the sum of all phases
is not expected to exceed $200,000.00. Neither competitive sealed bids nor competitive
negotiations as defined in section 2.2-4301 of the Code of Virginia, 1950 as amended, shall be
required to enter into a contract contemplated herein.

A. Purchases under this subsection that are expected to be less than $1,000.00 shall
require the written informal or oral solicitation of a single quotation of a bidder or offeror known
by the Director to commonly provide the goods and services being contracted for.

B. Purchases under this subsection that are expected to be from $1,000.00 to
$15,000.00 shall require the written informal or oral solicitation of a minimum of two bidders or
offerors known by the Director to commonly provide the goods and services being contracted for.

& Purchases under this subsection that are expected to be from $15,000.00 to
$200,000.00 shall require the written or oral solicitation of a minimum of three bidders or offerors
known by the Director to commonly provide the goods and services being contracted for, and shall
be approved by the Russell County Public Service Authority at their regular monthly meeting.
Notice, either in writing or via telephone, shall be given to all Board Members prior to the
Director’s completion of purchase under this subsection.

D. All oral solicitations and responses shall be reduced in writing by the Director and
made available to the Board of the Russell County Public Service Authority for their review and
recordation into the permanent minutes of the meeting of the Russell County Public Service
Authority wherein the contract is approved.

E. Written informal solicitations shall contain or incorporate by reference the
specifications and contractual telms and conditions applicable to the procurement.

E. The response to the written informal solicitation shall address specifications,
contractual terms, conditions and price applicable to the procurement.

G. Should the Russell County Public Service Authority Board, upon recommendation
of the Director, determine in writing and in its sole discretion that only one offeror is fully
qualified, or that one offeror is clearly more highly qualified than the others under consideration,
a contract may be negotiated and awarded to that offeror.

H. Award of contract shall be made based on a "Best Value" determination.

I. The name(s) and addresses(es) of each bidder or offeror submitting a proposal to
either a written informal solicitation or oral solicitation, and the date and response to the
solicitation shall be filed and maintained by the Russell County Public Service Authority.

J. The Russell County Public Service Authority Board shall be responsible for the
final approval of all contracts herein.
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PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

6. The Director may at his discretion enter into negotiations for single or term contracts for
professional services where the aggregate or the sum of all phases is not expected to exceed
$80,000.00. Competitive negotiation for said services as defined in Section 2.2-4301 of the Code
of Virginia, 1950, as amended, shall not be required to enter into a contract contemplated herein.

A. Contracts under this subsection that are expected to be less than $3,000.00 shall
require the written informal or oral solicitation of a minimum of two bidders, single quotation or
offerors known by the Director to commonly provide the services being contracted for.

B. Contracts under this subsection that are expected to be from $3,000.00 to
$10,000.00 shall require the written informal or oral solicitation of a minimum of three bidders or
offerors known by the Director to commonly provide the services being contracted for.

C. Purchases under this subsection that are expected to be from $10,000.00 to
$80,000.00 shall require the written or oral solicitation of a minimum of four bidders or offerors
known by the Director to commonly provide the services being contracted for, and shall be
approved by the Russell County Public Service Authority Board at their regular meeting. Notice,
either in writing or via telephone, shall be given to all Board Members prior to the Director’s
completion of purchase under this subsection.

D. Contracts shall be awarded to an individual deemed fully qualified, responsible and
suitable on the basis of responses to a solicitation by the Director.

E. Should the Russell County Public Service Authority Board, upon recommendation
of the Director, determine in writing and in its sole discretion that only one offeror is fully
qualified, or that one offeror is clearly more highly qualified and suitable than the others under
consideration, a contract may be negotiated and awarded to that offeror.

F. The name(s) and address(es) of each bidder or offeror submitting a proposal to
either a written informal solicitation or oral solicitation, and the date and response to the
solicitation shall be filed and maintained by the Russell County Public Service Authority.

62 The Russell County Public Service Authority Board shall be responsible for the
final approval of all contracts herein.

GENERAL

S All procurement procedures under these procedures shall be conducted in a fair and
impartial manner with avoidance of any impropriety or appearance of impropriety and no vendor
or offeror shall be arbitrarily or capriciously excluded. Preference shall be given to those vendors
or offerors whose qualifications, professional qualifications and proposed services are deemed
most meritorious.

8. All procurement's not subject to " The Russell County Public Service Authority Small
Purchase Procurement Policy" shall be made in accordance with the provisions of the Virginia
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Public Procurement Act as enacted by the Virginia General Assembly in Section 2.2- 4300, et seq
of the Code of Virginia, 1950 as amended.

9. In case of emergency, a contract may be awarded without competitive sealed bidding or
competitive negotiation; however, such procurement shall be made with such competition as is
practicable under the circumstances. A written determination of the basis for the emergency and
for the selection of the particular contractor shall be included in the contract file. The public body
shall issue a written notice stating that the contract is being awarded on an emergency basis, and
identifying that which is being procured, the contractor selected, and the date on which the contract
was or will be awarded. This notice shall be posted on the Department of General Services’ central
electronic procurement website or other appropriate websites, and in addition, public bodies may
publish in a newspaper of general circulation on the day the public body awards or announces its
decision to award the contract, whichever occurs first, or as soon thereafter as is practicable.
Posting on the Department of General Services’ central electronic procurement website shall be
required of any state public body. Local public bodies are encouraged to utilize the Department of
General Services’ central electronic procurement website to provide the public with centralized
visibility and access to the Commonwealth’s procurement opportunities.

10. This Policy shall supersede and take the place of all previous policies prescribing
procurement methodology, as previously adopted.

11.  All policies and portions of policies in conflict with the provisions of this Policy are hereby
repealed.

12 Should any part or provision of this Policy be found to be invalid due to conflict with
federal or state law or regulation, or found to be otherwise invalid by any court of competent
Jurisdiction, such invalidity shall in no way affect any other provision of this Policy, and the invalid
portion of such Policy shall be deemed to be deleted therefrom without affecting any other
provision of this Policy.

This Policy is adopted as of the 21 day of March, 2023.

THIS AGREEMENT made as of this #é{%ay of /, o’ 2023, by and
between Cumberland Plateau Regional Waste Management Authority (hereinafier referred to as
the "Authority") and the County of Russell, Virginia, a political subdivision of the
Commonwealth of Virginia, (hereinafter referred to as "County™").

WHEREAS, the Authority, after causing the construction thereof, has agreed to operate
and manage a transfer station in the County of Russel! to ensure the availability of an economical
and environmentally sound method to handle and dispose of solid waste generated in Russell
County; and

WHEREAS, the Authoriiy desires to secure manpower services to operate the
Authority's transfer station; and

WHEREAS, the Counly has offered to provide said manpower services; and

WHEREAS, the Authority agrees t.o{retain County for manpower services in order to
efficiently and economical‘ly operate the Authdrity‘s transfer station in Russell County; and

WHEREAS, in reliance on this Agreerﬁent, the County will employ the cerlified
personnel necessary to ensure =County's performance hereunder and will provide a leachate
truck for the purpose of pt.lmpi(ng and transporting leachate from the transfer station to an
approved disposal location, |

NOW, THEREFORE, FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION of the respective covenants
herein contained, the parties have agfeed as follows:

REPRESENTATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS

Both parties hereto specifically represent and certify that each has (1) reviewed and



understands the terms and conditions as stated herein; (2) that each has the requisite right, power
and authority necessary for the execution hereof; and (3) that any and all requirements imposed
by the Virginia Public Procurement Act have been satisfied.

Both parties hereto, by the execution hereof, expressly and unequivocally agree, that
County shall be considered as an Independent Contractor hereunder and that no liability
resulting from any willful or negligent act or failure to act by County's employees shall be
attributable to the Authority. The County specifically agrees unless otherwise prohibited by law,
to fully indemnify and protect the Authority from any suit or claim arising out of any breach of
this Agreement by the County. The Authority specifically agrees unless otherwise prohibited by
law, to fully indemnify and protect the County from any suit or claim arising out of any breach
of this Agreement by the Authority.

AUTHOR!TY AND COUNTY OBLIGATIONS

The Aulhblrity agrees {o be responsible for costs associated with the operation of the
transfer station exceps those cleaning and personal hygiene items, wages, taxes, workmen's
compensation insurance, liability ihsurance and other fringe benefits paid to, or for the benefit
of, the workers empioyed by the County éssigned to the Authority's transfef station.

QUALITY OF SERVICE ON PERSONNEL/PERFORMANCE EVALUAT[ON

The Authbrity shalllmaihtain the Transfer Station open for performance of this
Agreement between thflz hours o:f 8:00 a.m, and: !4:00 p.m., Monday tMouéh Friday, excluding
observed holidays as provfded for in the User Agreement exccuted between the Authority and the
County. If the County wishes to open additional hours, it shall do so at its own manpower
expense. The actual operating hourslmay be dltered, provided both parties agree to changes in

the normal posted hours.



SCOPE OF SERVICE CONTRACTOR OBLIGATIONS
The County shall be responsible for securing necessary certification and approvals from
relevant federal, state and local governmental agencies having jurisdiction over its personnel,
provided however, the Authority shall retain responsibility for obtaining all permits and

approvals relating to the general operation of the Transfer Station, During the term hereof, the

County shall provide the personnel certified by the Virginia Department of Professional and
Occupational Regulations for the daily operation of the Transfer Station, all in compliance and
certified with applicable laws and regulations, Transfer Station personnel will report directly to
the County Administrator/Director of Solid Waste and the Authority’s Director of Waste
Services, Job descriptions and responsibilities will be determined by the Authority and the
County Administrator. A copy is on file at the Authority office located at 135 Highland Drive,

Lebanon, VA, The County shall provide a leachate truck for the purpose of pumping and

The
Emergency Temporary Standard (ETS) regarding Covid-19 having been repealed by the
Legislature, the Virginia Department of Labor and Industry issued guidelineé regarding Covid-19

Such
causes may include, by way of example and not limitations, acts of God, acts of war, riot, fire,
explosion, accident, flood or sabotage, lack of adequate fuel, power or raw materials, judicial,
administrative or governmental laws, regu}aiions, requirements, rules, orders or actions;
injunctions or restraining orders; the failure of any governmental body to issue or grant, or the
suspension or revocalion or modification of any license, permit or other authorization necessary
for the services envisioned by the Agreement; national defense requirements; labor strike, lockout
