Chapter 55. Tourism Development Authority

§ 15.2-5505. Establishment of local tourism advisory committees

Each of the participating localities in the LENOWISCO and Cumberland Plateau Planning District
Commissions shall establish a local tourism advisory committee to promote tourism in the
participating locality, participate and assist in the planning of the regional Tourism Development
Authority, and develop a tourism destination plan for its participating locality.

The Tourism Director, working with the tourism advisory committee chair, shall provide a slate
of recommendations to the local governing body, which shall then appoint five or more
appointees representing the travel industry, which includes lodging, restaurants, attractions,
outdoor recreation, events or parks, or any community leaders with terms determined by the
governing body, and who may be reappointed. The Tourism Director shall work with the
chairman of the tourism advisory committee to facilitate regular meetings of the tourism
advisory committee.

§ 15.2-5506. Responsibilities and duties; local tourism advisory
committees

The local tourism advisory committees established in § 15.2-5505 shall:
1. Promote and assist tourism development in their individual participating localities;

2. Develop and assist in the implementation of a tourism development plan to increase tourism
revenue in their respective participating localities;

3. Encourage individuals, businesses and their local government to invest in tourism
development as an integral part of overall economic development; and

4. Assist the regional Tourism Development Authority in planning and implementing a regional
tourism development plan.

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT made and entered into on this the day of

, 2018, by and between DICKENSON-RUSSELL CONTURA, LLC,

a Delaware limited liability company, hereinafter referred to as “Lessor”, and RUSSELL
COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, a political subdivision of the Commonwealth of
Virginia, hereinafter referred to as “Lessee”.

Heads up!

Certified letter goes out today for the discontinuance of two sections of
Rte 606 (Gate Rd & Blanche Davis Rd) and one section of Rte 679
(Tumbez Hollow Rd.). These are two routes still on the books, but
VDOT has not performed maintenance on them for many years. The two
sections of Route 606 have been gated and are essentially farm roads.
The section of Rte 679 does not hardly have a recognizable road bed and
includes a stream ford on the northern end. The legal process requires
that the county be sent certified mail announcing VDOT’s intent to
discontinue. VDOT policy requires that the BOS or county administrator
provide either a resolution or letter of support for the action. This is done
to document that the local governing body has not been left out of the
process. Attached are samples of the resolution and letter of support.
Also attached are maps detailing the proposed discontinuances.

VDOT will advertise a willingness to hold a public hearing on the matter
in the May 22" edition of the Lebanon News. If no requests for a PH

are received prior to June 22", the item will be placed on the CTB
agenda for its next available meeting.

Comments from DCR - Floodplain Management

The National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) is administered by the federal government and delegated to the local
communities for management. Virginia does not have FEMA-approved state floodplain management requirements.
Floodplain management requirements in each participating community are contained in that community’s floodplain
ordinance, which must meet the federal requirements for the national flood insurance program.

The VDOT Drainage Manual recognizes that local communities participating in the NFIP have the responsibility
to enforce their floodplain ordinances, and states that VDOT should work with them on amendments to NFIP maps when
appropriate.

Section 60.12(a)(1) of 44 CFR states that a State agency or its contractor shall “comply with the flood plain
management requirements of all local communities participating in the program in which State-owned properties are
located.”

Executive Memorandum 2-97, revalidated in 2004, states that “all construction or land disturbing activities initiated
by an agency of the Commonwealth, or by its contractor, in floodplains shall comply with the locally adopted floodplain
management ordinance.”

44 CFR 60.3(b)(1) and the floodplain ordinances of the NFIP-participating communities in VA require the
communities to issue a permit for any man-made change within the Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) of the
communities.

44 CFR 60.3(d)(3) and the floodplain ordinances of the NFIP-participating communities in VA require that, for any
project in a delineated Floodway, an H&H analysis be conducted to support the creation of a zero-rise certificate.

VDOT needs to coordinate with the local floodplain administrator to make sure that development is properly
permitted and complies with the locality’s floodplain ordinance.

It is recommended that hydraulic commentaries mention the FIRM, the flood zone, the elevation of the roadway,
and the BFE.

Strategic Plan: Kim Short advised that the strategic plan is almost complete. She is continuing to update.
Apblication for reappointment — Jim Lyttle handed out paper applications. Kim advised the board will

appoint members of the TAC from the applications. Kim also said a paper copy would be better, as she
doesn’t know who is maintaining the website currently.

Artisan Gallery: Kim Short advised she has the applications and it is ready to go for June opening.
Anyone wishing to display art can reach out to her and she will get them the application to complete.
Jennifer confirmed that Lebanon Ins is stilf having their art event in June.

Agritourism Conference: Jim Lyttle attended the agritourism conference again this year and he advised
the committee that agritourism is still the largest part of tourism in Virginia. Jim spoke about the
conference and one of the main discussions this year was the definition of agritourism, for instance if
businesses like distilleries would be agritourism, as they often purchase products from local farms such
as honey. The discussion was related to if that would be considered agritourism directly or indirectly.
There are many grants for agritourism so what is defined as agritourism would be pertinent. Jim also
spoke about farm visits and that is always a great part of the conference.

Campground, Bridge and Trail: Jennifer Chumbley advised the trash clean up day for the new walking
boardwalk and trail went great, and the Grand Opening will be May 18" at 10:00 am. Kim Short advised
the group picked up a lot of trash along the trail, and about the other events in town, making that day
Handy’s Market best sales day on record.

Camera: Kim advised that we did purchase a camera, so now we can take good pictures throughout the
county,

New Business:

Stream Sweepers: Kim Short attended the Stream Sweepers meeting, and they are still currently hiring
and will begin clean up soon.




Guided Hike: Kim Short advised on May 5% there will be a guided hike to Cleveland Barrens, Medicine of
the Earth, and they will be targeting specific people interested in plants and hiking.

Jennifer Chumbley advised that Russell County Kid’s Fishing Day has been canceled this year due to work
at the Pinnacle, however Cleveland Rural Development will have a kids fun day. Jennifer explained that
Russell County Kids Fishing Day has been held for 25 years and will be held next year as normal. Kids Fun
Day will be on May 18" after the Grand Opening of the Bridge, Trail and Campground.

Jeff Hess advised that Honaker Kids Fishing Day will be May 4™. He spoke about the success of the
Redbud Festival, which added new events this year such as Laser Tag, Adult Tricycle Race, and even new
foods.

Jeff Hess asked if the county still had a grant writer and how accessible that person would be to
localities such as Honaker. Kim Short advised Heather Musick is the county grant writer, she is part time
and provided her number for contact. Jim advised the Honaker Mayor was interested in possibly getting
some grants. Jennifer Chumbley advised she had received mixed answers on if Towns could use the
county grant writer and that would be a great opportunity for our small towns to receive grant funding.

Committee discussed the details of the meeting with Shawn Lindsey and the pros for joining Spearhead.
Committee discussed that Spearhead does so much more than just trails and that we should continue to
speak to our BOS members about the need for Spearhead in our area. Kim Short spoke about the county
possibly having Rick Barton obtain some of the needed easements and then possibly handing it over to
Spearhead. Jeff Hess spoke about the great need for Spearhead and how it ties into tourism for our
county. Jennifer Chumbley advised that she feels Spearhead is our best option as they even help
localities write grants. Shawn Linsey is currently on the agenda for Lebanon Town Council to speak
about what Spearhead represents.

Kim Short gave updates, Laurel Bed Lake is back open. The brewery in Lebanon waiting to hear from the
ABC Board, and if approved would make Lebanon one of the only towns in SWVA that would have a
distillery, winery, and brewery. Cancer Outreach Foundation reached out to Kim and is wanting to do an
event in Russell County. Kim advised possibly a chili cook off and she has spoke to Andrew about having
the event on Clifton Farms.

Heart of Appalachia — The HOA has found itself without a director and it could be possibly up to six
weeks. There are many grants up in the air including an MLP grant that the tourism committee is
involved in, Kim had told Kitty that the committee would go in on this grant if it was used for tourism
adverting. Kim advised this puts us at a difficult spot as no one currently knows which grants are
approved or deadlines that need to be met. They will be interviewing soon and bring applicants before
the whole board. Jennifer asked if future MLP grants could partner with towns such as Cleveland, Kim
advised they can. The tourism committee currently only receives level funding, so basically the MLP
grants do not help the committee gain any additions funding.

Heather Powers handed out flyers for upcoming events. Heather advised the Town of Lebanon is very
interested in obtaining trails and many are already mapped out. Kim advised the county is looking to
obtain easements for some trails, and they need to get together so we don’t do overlapping work.



Heather updated the committee on the events such as the 5k and the obstacle course. The History of
Lebanon Play will require tickets due to limited seating, and she advised the committee of other

upcoming events.

Jennifer Chumbley updated the committee on the upcoming horse shows in Cleveland and handed out
the show bill.

Jim Lyttle updated committee on a group from Castlewood that picked up trash at the Mendota Fire
Tower, and how they enjoyed looking at the artwork on the rocks. Everyone has always thought the

rocks needed to be cleaned, however it maybe that younger generations see it as artwork and that it
needed to stay instead of being cleaned.

Jeff Hess advised he has sent many people to local attractions in our area, such as Channels, Barrens,
and other Jocations and he will try to keep a log of how many coming to our area.
