County Administrator Lonzo Lester discussed the proposed budget shortfall and possible causes and 
solutions. 
 
Randy Williams, Commissioner of the Revenue stated that our current budget situation is the worst 
one he has ever witnessed.  He discussed tax revenue with the Board. 
 
Alicia McGlothlin, Treasurer commented that the budget numbers presented today are accurate.  She 
added that the tax rates need to be set in order for the Commissioner and the Treasurer to get the tax 
tickets ready and mailed out to the citizens. 



 
The Board discussed several possible solutions to the budget shortfall.  One of which was the possible 
implementation of a solid waste fee of $3.00 to $6.00 per month to be added onto the electric bills.

Mr. Lester,



Route T-1211, Turkey Knob, is an unimproved route currently in the Secondary System.  It was added in April 1960.  This route accesses the Town of Cleveland’s water tank (Parcel 115L903B) and the Cleveland Barrens Recreational Area (Parcel 115L1276).  VDOT has not performed maintenance on this route in many years, and it is currently gated at its intersection with Route 82 to prohibit access to the Town’s water tank and the Cleveland Barrens.



The Lebanon Residency is requesting that the Board of Supervisors abandon this route, pursuant to §33.2-909 of the Code of Virginia, for the following reasons:

· Serving only two parcels and no occupied dwellings, the route falls below the level of service required to warrant state maintenance.

· Upon discussing the matter with a representative of VA Dept. of Conservation & Recreation (DCR), DCR would like to have the road abandoned as it currently is a public right of way and access point to the Cleveland Barrens Recreational Area.  DCR would prefer to have only one public access point to the Barrens, and that is the current access off of Route 1207, Tank Hollow Rd.  Turkey Knob will be used only as a maintenance access for DCR and the Town of Cleveland.

· The Town of Cleveland has a deeded right to use the road (Deed Book 311, Page 76).  Therefore, abandoning the route and closing it to public use will not affect the Town’s access rights.  Additionally, the DCR representative indicated that DCR would be willing to work with the Town to grant any additional access rights that might be needed for the Town’s continued use of the road as access to the water tank.
