Title 15.2. Counties, Cities and Towns
Chapter 55. Tourism Development Authority

§ 15.2-5505. Establishment of local tourism advisory committees

Each of the participating localities in the LENOWISCO and Cumberland Plateau Planning District
Commissions shall establish a local tourism advisory committee to promote tourism in the
participating locality, participate and assist in the planning of the regional Tourism Development
Authority, and develop a tourism destination plan for its participating locality.

The Tourism Director, working with the tourism advisory committee chair, shall provide a slate
of recommendations to the local governing body, which shall then appoint five or more
appointees representing the travel industry, which includes lodging, restaurants, attractions,
outdoor recreation, events or parks, or any community leaders with terms determined by the
governing body, and who may be reappointed. The Tourism Director shall work with the
chairman of the tourism advisory committee to facilitate regular meetings of the tourism
advisory committee.

§ 15.2-5506. Responsibilities and duties; local tourism advisory
committees

The local tourism advisory committees established in § 15.2-5505 shall:
1. Promote and assist tourism development in their individual participating localities;

2. Develop and assist in the implementation of a tourism development plan to increase tourism
revenue in their respective participating localities;

3. Encourage individuals, businesses and their local government to invest in tourism
development as an integral part of overall economic development; and

4. Assist the regional Tourism Development Authority in planning and implementing a regional
tourism development plan.

meeting with state officials
Iwas asked if far Southwest Vir-
ginia “has the DNA to fill cyber
security jobs,” Most subgroups of
Americans who are consistently
demeaned by bigots or the merely
misinformed have an organiza-
tion or two that take to the streets
when overtly insulted, We Appa-
lachians don’t have one, yet.

But if facts matter, please read

~ on: The majority of coalfield

school districts roundly beat Albe-
marle County (74th out of 132 in
the state), Chatlottesville (85th),
Richmond (116th), and Prince Ed-
ward County (131st). Our much-
maligned region is home to eight
school districts ranked in the

top 25. In fact, three of the seven
"coalfield” counties, Wise (2nd),
Russell (11th), and Scott (13th),
are in the elite upper 10 percent,
based on state test score rankings
from Schooldigger.com.

Many of our middle and el-
ementary schools also score
well above the state average. An-
other media alert, our schools
consistently place in the top
three brackets in forensics, ro-

Upper Tennessee River Roundtable is a non-
profit organization with an overall interest in
clean rivers. The Roundtable concentrates on
the Upper Tennessee River Watershed in Virginia.
Don't let the name confuse you: Upper Tennessee
River Roundtable focuses on the rivers that flow
into Tennessee, from Smyth County down to
the very tip of Virginia, Lee County. Through
pollution prevention and cleanup projects, the
Roundtable is making a difference in Southwest
Virginia.

The Upper Tennessee River watershed covers
three rivers in Virginia: the Clinch, Holston, and
Powell rivers. The Roundtable is active in water
quality improvement efforts in all three of these
rivers. The greater watershed is host to numerous
species of fish, mussels, and other aquatic life
species. In fact, according to the Nature Con-
servancy, the Upper Tennessee River watershed
greatly exceeds all other watersheds in the lower
48 states in terms of species richness!

Do you have a favorite childhood memory of playing in a creek? Upper Tennessee River
Roundtable teaches children about the unique qualities of our rivers by allowing them to wade

into a creek to explore. As you can probably imagine, it’s easy to get the kids into a creek, but
not always easy to get them out.

One day at one of our summer camps, a parent volunteer offered to take the kids into the creek to
look for bugs.

COMMERCTAL LEASE

THIS LEASE, made as of January 1, 2013, by and between SHERMAN P.
WALLACE (WALLACE), and THE COUNTY OF RUSSELL, COMMONWEALTH OF
VIRGINIA (COUNTY), provides:

(1) Wallace leases to County, and County does hereby lease from Wallace, the
second and third floors of the Wallace Building and the adjacent parking lot located on
the north side thereof, situate in the Town of Lebanon, on the east side of and adjacent
to the Russell County Courthouse and Jail, for a term of five (5) years, ending on
December 31, 2018. The County shall have the first option to re-lease the premises for
a term and rental to be mutually agreed to by the parties at any time prior to the
expiration of this lease.

(2) The monthly rental shall be THREE THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED TWENTY-
FIVE DOLLARS ($3,125.00) payable in advance on the first day of each month.

(3) The County shall furnish and pay for all electricity, heat, cooling, water and
sewage used on the leased premises.

(4) Wallace will keep the exterior of the premises in good repair, including the
roof.

(5) The County will keep the interior of the leased premises in good order and
repair at its own expense, and shall be responsible for all repairs to the plumbing,
heating, air conditioner, and electrical equipment used therein.

(6) The County shall provide adequate liability insurance on the leased
premises, and shall indemnify and save harmless Wallace against any and all liabilities,

claims, actions, demands, damages, and expenses (including counsel fees) for injury to



the property or person of others and injury or death of persons, which is caused by or
arising out of or in connection with the County’s use or occupancy of the premises or
parking lot.

(7) If, during the term of this lease, the premises are damaged by fire, or other
casualty so that the same is rendered wholly unfit for occupancy, and if the premises
cannot be repaired within ninety (90) days from the time of the damage, then this lease
may be terminated by either party as of the date of the damage.

(8) Wallace shall have reasonable access to the premises as needed.

(9) The County shall have the right to make such alterations, additions, and
improvements, at its expense, in or to the premises as necessary provided Wallace
agrees in advance, and which approval shall not be arbitrarily withheld.

(10) At the end of this lease the County shall deliver the premises to Wallace in
good condition and repair, reasonable wear and tear to be expected.

VDOT IACM Projects Meeting date: August 14, 2018
Comments from DCR - Floodplain Management

The National Flood Insurance Program is administered by the federal government and delegated to the local
communities for management. Virginia does not have “FEMA-approved state floodplain management requirements.”
Floodplain management requirements in each participating community are contained in that community’s floodplain
ordinance, which complies with the federal regulations for the national flood insurance program.

The VDOT Drainage Manual recognizes that the local community that is participating in the NFIP has the
responsibility for enforcing the NFIP regulations, and states that VDOT should deal with them for amendments to NFIP
maps when appropriate.

Section 60.12(a)(1) of 44 CFR states that a State agency or its contractor shall “comply with the flood plain
management requirements of all local communities participating in the program in which State-owned properties are
located.”

Executive Memorandum 2-97, re-validated in 2004, states that “all construction or land disturbing activities initiated
by an agency of the Commonwealth, or by its contractor, in floodplains shall comply with the locally adopted floodplain
management ordinance.”

44 CFR 60.3(b)(1) and the floodplain ordinances of the NFIP-participating communities in VA require the
communities to issue a permit for any man-made change within the Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) of the
communities.

44 CFR 60.3(d)(3) and the floodplain ordinances of the NFIP-participating communities in VA require that, for any
project in a delineated Floodway, an H&H analysis be conducted to support the creation of a zero-rise certificate.

VDOT needs to provide the community with the information, evaluations, and data related to any effect (increase
or decrease), or no effect, that the project has on flood levels.

It is recommended that hydraulic commentaries mention the FIRM, the flood zone, the elevation of the roadway,
and the BFE.

on the design and development of the Site such as the Clinch River Initiative, the
Virginia Tobacco Commission, the Virginia Coalfields Economic Development Agency,
the Russell County Chamber of Commerce, the Virginia Tourism Corporation, the
Russell County Industrial Development Authority, and others.

Whereas it is the desire of the Town and County to work collaboratively , using
their combined efforts, to secure and apply available resources for the development of
the Site.

Whereas it is the intention of the Town and County to promote the development
of a visitor's center and acknowledge that the successful management and operation
of such visitor center may be facilitated by the County and the Town.

Accordingly, the Town and County hereby agree to work cooperatively,
through the combined efforts of their respective staff, to explore all reasonable means
to develop and construct at the Site a tourist information center and recreation area
to promote tourism and economic development in the Appalachian region of
Southwestern Virginia.

The Town and County hereby agree to designate, respectively, a staff member
from each municipality and to engage in regular communication regarding this matter
and to schedule and facilitate such meetings and initiatives necessary to pursue the

foregoing.
