Appointment of members to Advisory Committee "to discuss County and 
School issues relating to state mandates, budgeting, funding, etc.". As 
unanimously approved in the June 17, 2021 BOS meeting. 

 
Proposed Amendment to Committee Selection process for one 
selection per BOS member per committee. 
I would like to make a motion to modify the selection process that was 
approved last month to allow a member of the Russell County Board of 
Supervisors to appoint a member from the entire citizenship of Russell 
County if, in the sole opinion of the appointing supervisor, a qualified 
candidate for that appointment cannot be found within that supervisor's voting 
district.  

Methodology for future appointments by BOS until the One per One is 
achieved. 
The following is a potential method appointments as they come up.  

If a supervisor has more than one representative from his district with different 
"term expiration" date and an appointment for one of those representatives 
comes up, the supervisor may do the following: 

1. Reappoint that representative as the one for his/her district. In which 
case the remaining representatives from his/her district will come off the 
group when their terms expire and that appointment will go to the next 
supervisor who does not currently have a representative from his district on 
that group. 

2. Pass that appointment to the next supervisor who does not currently 
have a representative from his/her district on that group. In which case the 
representative whose term has expired will come off that group. 

The only remaining issue that needs to be discussed would be the order of 
appointment by any supervisors who do not currently have representatives 
from their district on a group. Perhaps a simple drawing for numbers 1 (first), 
2 (second), 3 (third), etc.?

Route 615 Slide (Back Valley) 

VDOT is nearing completion of a plan of action for this slide. The anticipated repairs are 
anticipated to focus on stabilizing the road platform. Efforts are continuing to identify funding for the 
repairs. 

Pure Salmon Project 

VDOT has received the internal road plans for the project. The proposed connection to Route 19 
was previously approved. We understand Industrial Access funds may be pursued for the 
construction of the road. The residency will review the plans with Industrial Access fund 
requirements in mind. 

St Paul Welcome Center 

The residency understands plans are moving forward for the welcome center in St Paul along 
Alternate Route 58.  Residency staff look forward to reviewing plans for the project. 

Maintenance Activities 

Maintenance crews are actively involved in a variety of activities. Some hand patching continues 
as work load and weather conditions allow. Patching activities are anticipated to continue through 
the summer interspersed with other maintenance activities. 

Slurry sealing and repaving of various routes within the County basically complete. 

Mowing continues on 2-lane primary secondary routes. 

Stabilized (gravel) roads are being worked along with ditching at various locations in the County. 

The drain pipe replacement on Rt 67 just west of the intersection with Pine Creek has been 
rescheduled and is anticipated to be completed in August. 

The section of Route 601 impacted by slide repairs last fall has been repaved. 

Tumbez Hollow Rural Rustic Drainage Resolution 

Residency staff is continuing work on an agreement with a private landowner for other work 
included in the project as well as continuing environmental permitting efforts. 

Thomas Warner Rural Rustic Project 

The residency has not yet received environmental clearance yet, but intends to begin construction 
shortly after receiving clearance. 



 

 
Construction Projects 
 
The bridge replacement on Route 663 (Rocky Fork Road) for which the Board approved closure of 
the route in June will be closed on or near September 1st. This is a slight delay from the original 
anticipated closure date but the completion date of early December is not anticipated to be 
impacted.

PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT 

 
 This PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) made and entered this ____ 
day of __________, 20__, by and among the COUNTY of RUSSELL, VIRGINIA (the “Locality”) 
a political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia (the “Commonwealth”), and RAMBLER 
STAVES, LLC dba RAMBLER WOOD PRODUCTS (the “Company”), a limited liability 
company authorized to transact business in the Commonwealth, and the INDUSTRIAL 
DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY OF RUSSELL COUNTY (the “Authority”), a political 
subdivision of the Commonwealth.   
 

WITNESSETH: 
 
 WHEREAS, the Locality has been awarded a grant of and expects to receive $300,000 from 
the Governor’s Agriculture & Forestry Industries Development Fund (an “AFID Grant”) through 
the Virginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (“VDACS”) for the purpose of 
inducing the Company to purchase and improve an agriculture and/or forestry processing/value-
added facility using Virginia-grown products in the Locality (the “Facility”), thereby making a 
significant Capital Investment, as hereinafter defined, creating a significant number of New Jobs, as 
hereinafter defined; and purchasing a significant amount of Virginia-grown agricultural and forestal 
products, as hereinafter defined. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Locality is willing to provide the funds to the Authority with the expectation 
that the Authority will provide the funds to or for the use of the Company, provided that the Company 
promises to meet certain criteria relating to Capital Investment, New Jobs, and purchase of Virginia-
grown agricultural and forestal products;  
 
 WHEREAS, the Locality, the Authority and the Company desire to set forth their 
understanding and agreement as to the payout of the AFID Grant, the use of the AFID Grant 
proceeds, the obligations of the Company regarding Capital Investment, New Job creation, purchase 
of Virginia-grown agricultural and forestal products, and the repayment by the Company of all or part 
of the AFID Grant under certain circumstances;  
 
 WHEREAS, the purchase and operation of the Facility will entail a capital expenditure of 
approximately $7,565,000, of which approximately $5,550,000 will be invested in machinery and 
equipment, approximately $1,700,000 will be invested to improve the site and building, and 
approximately $315,000 will be invested in tangible personal property;  
 

WHEREAS, the purchase and operation of the Facility will further entail the creation of 73 
New Jobs at the Facility;  

 
 WHEREAS, the purchase and operation of the Facility will further lead to the purchase of 
Virginia-grown agricultural and forestal products in the following amount: $22,298,646 or 13,116,850 
board feet over the performance period (see Appendix A for details); and 
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WHEREAS, the stimulation of the additional tax revenue and economic activity to be 
generated by the Capital Investment, New Jobs, and purchase of Virginia-grown agricultural and 
forestal products constitutes a valid public purpose for the expenditure of public funds and is the 
animating purpose for the AFID Grant: 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the mutual benefits, promises and 
undertakings of the parties to this Agreement, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt 
and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties covenant and agree as follows. 
 
Section 1.   Definitions. 
 

For the purposes of this Agreement, the following terms shall have the following definitions: 
 
“Capital Investment” means a capital expenditure by the Company in taxable real property, 

taxable tangible personal property, or both, at the Facility excluding the purchase of land or existing 
real property improvements.  The total capital expenditure of $7,565,000 is referred to in this 
Agreement as the “Capital Investment.” Only the capital expenditures allocated to the portion of the 
real property to be leased by the Company will count as “Capital Investment.”  The purchase or lease 
of furniture, fixtures, machinery and equipment, including under an operating lease, and expected 
building up-fit and tenant improvements by or on behalf of the Company will qualify as Capital 
Investment. 

 
“Grant Award Date” means January 15, 2021.  This is the date from which progress towards 

the achievement of all Targets begins.  Progress towards achievement of Targets before this date will 
not be counted, unless such progress is approved in writing by VDACS, in consultation with the 
Locality and Authority. 

 
“Maintain” means that the New Jobs created pursuant to the AFID Grant will continue 

without interruption from the date of creation through the Performance Date.  Positions for the New 
Jobs will be treated as Maintained during periods in which such positions are not filled due to 
temporary reductions in the Company’s employment levels in connection with recruitment for open 
positions or strikes and other work stoppages.            

 
“New Job” means new permanent full-time employment of an indefinite duration at the 

Facility for which the standard fringe benefits are paid by the Company for the employee, and for 
which the Company pays an average annual wage of at least $41,623.  Each New Job must require a 
minimum of either (i) 35 hours of an employee’s time per week for the entire normal year of the 
Company’s operations, which “normal year” must consist of at least 48 weeks, or (ii) 1,680 hours per 
year.  Seasonal or temporary positions, positions created when a job function is shifted from an 
existing location in the Commonwealth, and positions with construction contractors, vendors, 
suppliers and similar multiplier or spin-off jobs shall not qualify as New Jobs.  

 
“Performance Date” means March 31, 2024.  If the Locality, in consultation with the Authority 

and the Secretary of Agriculture and Forestry, deems that good faith and reasonable efforts have been 
made and are being made by the Company to achieve the Targets, the Locality may agree to extend 
the Performance Date by up to 15 months.  If the Performance Date is extended, the Locality shall 
send written notice of the extension to the Authority, the Company and the Secretary of Agriculture 
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and Forestry and the date to which the Performance Date has been extended shall be the 
“Performance Date” for the purposes of this Agreement.  

 
“Targets” means the Company’s obligations to make Capital Investments at the Facility of at 

least $7,565,000, to create and Maintain at least 73 New Jobs at the Facility, and to purchase at least 
$22,298,646 of Virginia-grown agricultural and forestal products as defined in Appendix A, all as of 
the Performance Date.  

 
“Virginia Code” means the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended.     

 
Section 2.   Targets. 
 

The Company will develop and operate the Facility in the Locality, make a Capital Investment 
of at least $7,565,000, create and Maintain at least 73 New Jobs, and purchase $22,298,646 or 
13,116,850 board feet of Virginia-grown agricultural and forestal products (see Appendix A), at the 
Facility, all as of the Performance Date. If the dollar amount of new purchases of Virginia-grown 
agricultural and forestal products is not met, the Company can still achieve the purchase target by 
demonstrating they substantively achieved the same volume of Virginia-grown agricultural and forestal 
products they proposed in Appendix A. 

 
The average annual wage of the New Jobs will be at least $41,623. 
 
The average prevailing wage in the locality in 2021 is $40,421. 
 

Section 3. Disbursement of AFID Grant. 
 

By execution and delivery of this Agreement, the Locality requests that the AFID Grant shall 
retain with VDACS until disbursed.  The disbursement of the AFID Grant proceeds to the Company 
via the Locality and Authority will serve as an inducement to the Company to achieve the Targets.  
The AFID Grant process shall be retained by VDACS and shall be disbursed as follows: 

 
(a) Achievement of Targets.  The full $300,000 AFID Grant Award shall be 
disbursed in full following submission of an annual report, as required in Section 5 of 
this Performance Agreement, that demonstrates to the satisfaction of the Locality, the 
Authority, and VDACS that it has made a Capital Investments of at least $7,565,000, 
created and Maintained at least 73 New Jobs with an average annual wage of $41,623, 
and purchased $22,298,646 or 13,116,850 board feet of agricultural and forestal 
products (per Appendix A).  
 

Within 30 days of the submission of sufficient documentation to confirm 
completion of Targets and submission of a valid request for payment of AFID Grant 
funds, VDACS shall disburse AFID Grant proceeds to the Locality.  Within 30 days of 
receipt of AFID Grant proceeds, the Locality will disburse the AFID Grant proceeds 
to the Authority.  Within 30 days of its receipt of such AFID Grant proceeds, the 
Authority will disburse such AFID Grant proceeds to the Company.    
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(b) Substantial Performance.  If by the Performance Date, as verified by the 
Locality and VDACS, the Company has achieved at least ninety percent (90%) of the 
Targets, the company is eligible for the full $300,000 AFID Grant Award.     
 

Within 30 days of the submission of sufficient documentation to confirm 
Substantial Performance and submission of a valid request for payment of AFID Grant 
funds, VDACS shall disburse AFID Grant proceeds to the Locality.  Within 30 days of 
receipt of AFID Grant proceeds, the Locality will disburse the AFID Grant proceeds 
to the Authority.  Within 30 days of its receipt of such AFID Grant proceeds, the 
Authority will disburse such AFID Grant proceeds to the Company.   
 
(c)   Partial Performance.  If by the Performance Date, the Company has failed to 
meet the Targets, the Company may still be eligible for a partial payment of the AFID 
Award.  For purposes of determining partial payment, the AFID Grant is to be 
allocated as $100,000 (33%) for the Company’s Capital Investment Target, $100,000 
(33%) for its New Jobs Target, and $100,000 (33%) for its purchase of Virginia-grown 
agricultural and forestal products.  If the Company has not met at least ninety percent 
(90%) of each of the three of its Targets at the Performance Date, the Company shall 
no longer be eligible for that part of the AFID Grant that is proportional to the Target 
or Targets for which there is a shortfall.  For example, if at the Performance Date, the 
Capital Investment is only $5,673,750, only 55 New Jobs have been created and 
Maintained, and only $16,723,985 or 9,837,638 board feet of Virginia-grown 
agricultural and forestal products have been purchased, the Company shall only be 
eligible for seventy-five percent (75%) of the moneys allocated to the Capital 
Investment Target ($75,000), seventy-five percent (75%) of the moneys allocated to the 
New Jobs  Target ($75,000), and seventy-five percent (75%) of the moneys allocated to 
the purchase of Virginia-grown agricultural and forestal products Target ($75,000).   
 

Within 30 days of the submission of sufficient documentation to confirm 
Partial Performance and submission of a valid request for payment of AFID Grant 
funds, VDACS shall disburse the partial AFID Grant proceeds to the Locality.  Within 
30 days of receipt of AFID Grant proceeds, the Locality will disburse the AFID Grant 
proceeds to the Authority.  Within 30 days of its receipt of such AFID Grant proceeds, 
the Authority will disburse such AFID Grant proceeds to the Company.   

  
(d) Determination of Inability to Comply:  If the Locality or the Secretary of Agriculture 
and Forestry (the “Secretary”) determines at any time before the Performance Date (a 
“Determination Date”) that the Company is unlikely to meet and Maintain at least fifty 
percent (50%) of its Targets by and through the Performance Date (i.e., by making a 
Capital Investment of at least $3,782,500 in the Facility, to creating and Maintaining at 
least 37 New Jobs  at the Facility, or purchasing at least $11,149,323 or  655,843 board 
feet of Virginia-grown agricultural and forestal products by the Performance Date), and 
if the Locality or the Secretary shall have promptly notified the Company of such 
determination, eligibility for payment of AFID Grant Funds is forfeited and  all AFID 
Grant Funds disbursed to the Company must be repaid by the Company to the 
Authority.   Such a determination by the Locality or the Secretary will be based on such 
circumstances as a filing by or on behalf of the Company under Chapter 7 of the U.S. 
Bankruptcy Code, the liquidation of the Company, an abandonment of the Facility by 
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the Company or other similar significant event that demonstrates the Company will be 
unable or is unwilling to satisfy the Targets for the AFID Grant.   
 
(e)  Use of the AFID Grant Proceeds:  The Company will use the AFID Grant proceeds 
to make building improvements, as permitted by Section 3.2-304(C) of the Virginia 
Code. 
 

Section 4. State and Local Government Incentives. 
 

See Appendix B for definition of “break-even point.”  With regard to the Facility, the 
Commonwealth expects to provide incentives in the following amounts:

The Locality expects to provide the following incentives, as matching grants or otherwise, for 

the Facility:

Russell County - Building lease-purchase agreement $1,500,000 
  

 The Locality has elected to enter into a building lease-purchase agreement with the Company in 
the amount of $1,500,000 which lease period will end ______, 2031. 
 

The proceeds of the AFID Grant shall be used for the purposes described in Section 3.  The 
VJIP grant proceeds shall be used by the Company to pay or reimburse itself for recruitment and 
training costs. The proceeds of the Locality’s lease-purchase agreement may be used by the Company 
to take ownership of the building.  

 
Other Incentives:  This Agreement relates solely to the AFID Grant.  The qualification for, and 

payment of all State-Level and Locality-Level Incentives, except for the AFID Grant, will be governed 
by separate arrangements between the Company and the entities offering the other incentives. 
 
Section 5. Company Reporting.   
 

The Company shall provide, at the Company’s expense, detailed verification reasonably 
satisfactory to the Locality, the Authority and VDACS of the Company’s progress on the Targets.  
Such progress reports will be provided annually, starting April 30, 2022, and at such other times as the 
Locality, the Authority or VDACS may reasonably require.  The first progress report will cover the 
period from January 7, 2021, to March 31, 2022, the second progress report will cover the period from 
April 1, 2022, to March 31, 2023, and the third and final progress report will cover the period from 
April 1, 2023, to March 31, 2024.   

 
With each such progress report, the Company shall report to VDACS the amount paid by the 

Company in the prior calendar year in Virginia corporate income tax.  The Company hereby authorizes 
the Commissioner of the Revenue, the Treasurer and the Director of Finance for the Locality to 
release to the Authority and the Locality the Company’s confidential tax information and data so that 
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the Authority may verify the payments made. VDACS has represented to the Company that it 
considers such information to be confidential proprietary information that is exempt from public 
disclosure under the Virginia Freedom of Information Act and that such information will be used by 
VDACS solely in calculating aggregate return on invested capital analyses for purposes of gauging the 
overall effectiveness of economic development incentives. 

 
With each progress report, the Company shall report to VDACS the number of New Jobs 

created and Maintained during the reporting period.  The information provided will be verified by 
VDACS with the Virginia Employment Commission. If requested by VDACS, the Company shall 
provide to VDACS copies of the Company’s quarterly filings with the Virginia Employment 
Commission covering the period from the date of this Agreement through the Performance Date.  In 
accordance with the Virginia Code Section 60.2-114, VDACS is entitled to receive the Company’s 
employment level and wage from the Virginia Employment Commission. 
 

With each progress report, the Company shall also report to VDACS the amount purchased 
and the purchase price paid by the Company, or the fair market value of the Virginia-Grown 
Agricultural or Forestal Products utilized, through the prior year. 
 

The Locality and Company agree to retain all books, records, data and other documents 
relative to this agreement for a period of three (3) years after the end of this agreement, or until audited 
by the Commonwealth of Virginia, whichever is sooner.  VDACS and its authorized agents, and/or 
state auditors (both the Auditor of Public Accounts and/or VDACS Internal Auditor) shall have full 
access to and the right to examine any of said materials and records relating to this agreement during 
this period. 
 
Section 6. Notices. 
 

Any notices required or permitted under this Agreement shall be given in writing, and shall be 
deemed to be received upon receipt or refusal after mailing of the same in the United States Mail by 
certified mail, postage fully pre-paid or by overnight courier (refusal shall mean return of certified mail 
or overnight courier package not accepted by the addressee):

 (c) Counterparts:  This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of 
which shall be an original, and all of which together shall be one and the same instrument. 
 
 (d) Severability:  If any provision of this Agreement is determined to be unenforceable, 
invalid or illegal, then the enforceability, validity and legality of the remaining provisions will not in 
any way be affected or impaired, and such provision will be deemed to be restated to reflect the original 
intentions of the parties as nearly as possible in accordance with applicable law.

1. By signing the Statement of Grant Award/Acceptance, the grant recipient agrees: 
 

• to use the grant funds to carry out the activities described in the grant application, as modified 
by the terms and conditions attached to this award or by subsequent amendments approved by 
the OES; 

• to adhere to the approved budget contained in this award and amendments made to it in accord 
with these terms and conditions;
