Emergency Ordinance to Allow for the Continuity of Government Operations During the 
Pandemic, including Altering the Process for Conducting Public Meetings; Restricting the 
Use of Public Buildings or Facilities; Providing Additional Powers to the Director of 
Emergency Management to Incur Costs, Waive Procedures, and Take Other Temporary 
Actions; and Suspending Deadlines and Procedures  
 

 WHEREAS, on January 31, 2020, the U.S. Secretary of Health and Human Services 
declared a public health emergency in response to the spread of the novel coronavirus (COVID-
19); and 
 
 WHEREAS, on March 12, 2020, the Governor, in Executive Order Fifty-One, declared a 
state of emergency in the Commonwealth of Virginia, acknowledging the spread of COVID-19 as 
a disaster as defined in Virginia Code § 44-146.16; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Executive Order Fifty-One authorized local governments to render 
appropriate assistance and to alleviate conditions, as appropriate, to prepare for and mitigate the 
effects of the virus; and 
 
 WHEREAS, on March 13, 2020, the President of the United States found and declared the 
outbreak of COVID-19 to constitute a national emergency, beginning March 1, 2020; and  
 
 WHEREAS, on March 17 and 23, the Governor requested and then directed Virginians to 
avoid non-essential gatherings of more than 10 people; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Russell County Board of Supervisors held a special called meeting on 
March 17, 2020 Board determined that COVID-19 constituted a “disaster” as contemplated in 
section 15.2-1413 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended and pursuant to Virginia Code § 
44-146.21, declared a local state of emergency in Russell County; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has determined that COVID-19 constitutes a 
communicable disease of public health threat which has caused a disaster as those terms are 
defined in Virginia Code § 44-146.16; and  
 
 WHEREAS, while the Board of Supervisors values transparency in government and 
public engagement, it also finds that emergency measures are necessary to mitigate the spread of 
COVID-19 and to protect the health, safety, and welfare of residents and employees, while still 
providing for government operations to continue during this state of emergency; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Virginia Code § 15.2-1413 provides that the Board of Supervisors, 
notwithstanding any contrary provision of law, may adopt an ordinance to assure the continuity of 
government operations during this disaster and for up to six months; and. 
 
 WHEREAS, Virginia Code § 44-146.21 further provides that a local director of 
emergency management or any member of a governing body in his absence may upon the 
declaration of a local emergency proceed without regard to time-consuming procedures and 
formalities prescribed by law, except for mandatory constitutional requirements; and  



 
 WHEREAS, Virginia Code § 15.2-1200 provides the county with authority to adopt 
necessary regulations to prevent the spread of contagious diseases among its residents; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors also has the inherent authority to vary the county’s 
policies, procedures, and practices to assure the continuity of government operations; and 
 

WHEREAS, government operations includes the work of the Board of Supervisors and 
other local public bodies, and the personnel who work for or on behalf of local public bodies; and 

 
WHEREAS, Virginia Code § 2.2-3708.2(A)(3) allows, under certain procedural 

requirements including public notice and access, that members of the Board of Superviosrs may 
convene solely by electronic mean “to address the emergency;” And 

 
WHEREAS, the open public meeting requirements of the Virginia Freedom of 

Information Act (“FOIA”) are limited only by a properly claimed exemption provided under that 
Act or “any other statute;” and 

 
WHEREAS, the Attorney General of Virginia issued an opinion dated March 20, 2020 

stating that localities have the authority during disasters to adopt ordinances to ensure the 
continuity of the government; and 

 
WHEREAS, this emergency ordinance in response to the disaster caused by the COVID-

19 pandemic promotes the public health, safety, and welfare, and its adoption is consistent with 
the law of the Commonwealth of Virginia, the Virginia Constitution and the United States 
Constitution. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, that this uncodified ordinance is hereby 
enacted as follows: 
 
An Emergency Ordinance Allowing for the Continuity of Government Operations During 
the Pandemic 
 
Sec. 1.  Purpose; Effective Date; Expiration 
 
 This ordinance allows for variances from state laws and county ordinances in order to 
protect the health, safety, and welfare of residents and employees from the spread of COVID-19 
while still providing for government operations to continue during this state of emergency. 
 

The operation of government includes management of all county facilities, management of 
the school system, and the work of all local boards, including the Board of Supervisors, the Russell 
County School Board, the Russell County Industrial Development Authority, the Russell County 
Public Service Authority, the Russell County Department of Social Services, and any other local 
or regional board, commission, committee, or authority created by the board of supervisors or to 
which the board of supervisors appoints or recommends for appointment all or a portion of its 
members (collectively “Public Bodies” and individually “Public Body”), including employees 



who work for or on behalf of any Public Body.  Accordingly, the provisions of this emergency 
ordinance applies to all such “Public Bodies”. 
 

At this time, public health experts recommend against assembling groups of people in 
confined spaces. Accordingly, this ordinance contains modifications for public meetings which 
should be followed while it is deemed unwise or unsafe to gather in one location a quorum for any 
Public Bodies, or to invite members of the public to physically gather together for public meetings.   

 
 Moreover, the spread of COVID-19 may make it impossible or impractical for government 
operations to meet all normally imposed deadlines, regulations, and time frames, or to comport, in 
some instances, with lengthy procedures and processes such as procurement or employment 
processes.  
 
 This emergency ordinance is effective immediately and will remain in effect for 60 days 
unless amended, rescinded, or readopted in conformity with the notice provisions of Virginia Code 
§ 15.2-1427; however, in no event will the ordinance be effective for more than six months from 
the effective date of this ordinance. At the end of the six months, if a state of emergency still exists 
then this ordinance may be renewed the same way it was originally enacted. Upon repeal or 
expiration of this ordinance, normal government operations will resume.  
 
Sec. 2.  Public Meetings and Public Hearings 
 
A. Any regularly scheduled or regular meeting of any Public Body may be canceled by the 
chair if there is no essential business that needs to occur or if conditions otherwise make it 
impractical to meet. Notice of the cancellation must be provided to the Public Body members and 
the public as soon as practicable.   
 
B. In the alternative, any regularly scheduled or regular meeting of any Public Body may  
be held by solely electronic or telephonic means without a quorum of members physically present 
and without members of the public physically present, provided the following occurs: 
 
 1)  Any such electronic meeting of the Public Entities shall be open to electronic 
participation by the public and closed to in-person participation by the public. The meeting is 
accessible to the public through live audio or video on the County’s or Public Body’s website, a 
dial-in telephone number, or a social media platform. 
 
 2) The agenda and public notice for the meeting must: 

a) include a statement that the meeting is being held using electronic means under this 
ordinance; 

b) contain specific information about how members of the public can access the 
meeting; and  

c) if there are any public hearing or public comment items, specifically identify how 
members of the public can provide comment, including one or more of the 
following: by e-mail, in writing, by telephone, through a social media platform, or 
via other electronic means. 
 



 
 3) The agenda is posted on the County’s or Public Body’s website at least three days prior 
to the meeting.  Other materials associated with the meeting, if any, must be made available to the 
public at the same time they are provided to the Public Body members. 
 
 4) For public hearings and any items for which public comment is permitted, the following 
rules apply: 

a) Normal rules of order apply with respect to requiring the name and home address 
of the commenter, that comments relate to the hearing or comment topic, that 
appropriate limits on the number of comments per person per item apply, and that 
comments be of reasonable length. 

b) Public Bodies may allow public comments to be submitted via phone call, e-mail, 
or in writing, up until a reasonable time before the start of the meeting so long as 
those comments are provided to the Public Body members prior to any decision on 
an item.  

c) If available, members of the public may provide comments through leaving a 
voicemail on a dedicated phone number up until a reasonable time before the start 
of the meeting so long as those comments are then provided to the Public Body 
members prior to any decision on an item. 

d) If available, members of the public may provide comments through telephonic or 
interactive electronic means (call-in meeting access, social media platform) during 
the meeting so long as those comments are received by or provided to the Public 
Body members prior to any decision on an item. 

e) The Public Body may choose to receive additional comments through any means 
for a period of time after the public hearing or public meeting, so long as it 
announces and publicizes that opportunity and those comments are provided to the 
Public Body members prior to any decision on an item.  

f) All public comments must be made a part of the record of the Public Body either by 
being summarized in or included with the meeting minutes. 
 

 5) Any votes taken during the meeting must be taken by roll call, individually recording 
each member’s name and vote. 
 
 6) The minutes of any meeting under this ordinance must conform to the requirements of 
law, including identifying the forms of electronic communication used, the members participating 
and the means by which they participated, the opportunities for public access or participation, a 
summary of the public comments, if any, and the actions taken at the meeting. The Public Entities 
may approve minutes of an electronic meeting at a subsequent electronic meeting and shall later 
approve all such minutes at a regular or special meeting after the emergency and disaster has ended. 
 
C. Public Bodies may hold special meetings consistent with the provisions in (B) except that 
notice of the special meeting need only be provided at least three working days prior to the meeting, 
and the agenda and associated materials, if any, need to be made available to the public at the same 
time as they are made available to the Public Body members. 
 
 



 
D. Public Bodies may hold emergency meetings consistent with Virginia Code § 2.2-3708. 
 
E. Any item on an agenda for a regularly scheduled, regular, special, or emergency meeting 
held hereunder may be continued to a later date or time for the purpose of reviewing and 
considering comments from the public. 
 
F. Non-emergency public hearings and action items of Public Bodies may be postponed to a 
date certain provided that public notice is given so that the public are aware of how and when to 
present their views. 
 
G. Nothing in this Emergency Ordinance shall prohibit Public Bodies from holding in-
person public meetings provided that public health and safety measures as well as social 
distancing are taken into consideration. 
 
Sec. 3.  Public Buildings, Facilities, Real Property and Events 
 

The director of emergency management is empowered to restrict members of the public 
from entering or congregating around county-owned buildings, facilities, and real property as is 
reasonably necessary to ensure the health, safety, and welfare of the public or county staff. 
Moreover, the director of emergency management may cancel, postpone, or reschedule any events 
scheduled for any county-owned building, facility or property as necessary to ensure the health, 
safety, and welfare of the public or county staff.  

 
Sec. 4.  Additional powers of director of emergency management 
 
A. Funding and Contracts. To the extent of unobligated funds available in excess of 
appropriations in the approved budget, the director of emergency management may enter into 
contracts and incur obligations necessary to protect the health and safety of persons and property, 
and to provide emergency assistance to persons affected by this disaster. 

 
B. Procedures. The director of emergency management may proceed without regard to time-
consuming procedures and formalities prescribed by law (except mandatory constitutional 
requirements) pertaining to the performance of public work, entering into contracts, incurring 
obligations, employing workers, renting equipment, purchasing supplies and materials, and other 
expenditures of public funds. 

 
C. Other Temporary Actions. The director of emergency management may temporarily take 
any of the following actions: waive or reduce fees imposed by county ordinance; waive 
enforcement, in whole or in part, of any county ordinance; and modify, limit, waive, suspend, or 
amend any county program, service, function, process, or procedure. The director must apply the 
action uniformly for similar situations and not on a case-by-case basis. The director’s actions will 
only be effective until the next regular meeting of the board of supervisors. The board of 
supervisors may ratify and extend the time for which the director’s action remains in effect. 
 
 
 



 
Sec. 5.  Suspension of Deadlines, Time Frames, and Procedures 
 

County personnel are encouraged to take action as is practical and appropriate to meet 
deadlines or time frames established under state law or county ordinances, however, 
notwithstanding any provision of law, regulation, or policy to the contrary, any deadlines requiring 
action by the county, any Public Body, or county employees are suspended. Time frames for 
review or expedited reviews are also suspended. Failure to meet any deadline or time frame will 
not constitute a default, violation, approval, ratification, or recommendation. Any policies or 
procedures inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby suspended. 
 
Sec. 6 Adoption by Incorporated Towns within the Boundaries of Russell County 

 
Each incorporated town within the boundaries of Russell County are encouraged, 

authorized and/or directed to declare its own state of local emergency and disaster or incorporate 
by reference the County’s local state of emergency and disaster and to adopt an ordinance for the 
continuity of town government.  
 
Sec. 7 Validity and Duration of Ordinance and Resumption of Normal Governmental 
Authority 
 

The provisions herein are presumptively valid, however in the event that any provision of 
this ordinance is declared to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction all remaining 
provisions shall not be invalidated and remain in full force and effect. The provisions of this 
Emergency Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect for a period of 60 days, unless amended, 
rescinded or readopted by the Russell County Board of Supervisors in conformity with the notice 
provisions set forth in Virginia Code §15.2-1427 but in no event shall such ordinance be effective 
for more than 6 months after the conclusion of the disaster.  Upon rescission by the Russell 
County Board of Supervisors or automatic expiration as described herein, this emergency 
ordinance shall terminate and normal practices and procedures of government shall resume. 
  
2. This ordinance shall be effective upon adoption.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SUBPARAGRAPH D OF THE ORDINANCE 
RELATING TO THE SECURITY OF THE RUSSELL COUNTY COURTHOUSE IN  
RUSSELL COUNTY, VIRGINIA, TO INCREASE THE COURT HOUSE SECURITY  

FEE REQUIRED OF PERSONS CONVICTED OF CRIMINAL AND TRAFFIC 
OFFENSES 

 

 WHEREAS, the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Virginia amended Virginia 

Code §53.1-120, effective July 1, 2020, to increase the allowable fee to fund court house security 

so that any county or city, through its governing body, may assess a fee not in excess of Twenty 

($20.00) Dollars for the purpose of funding the expenses of court house security as part of the 

costs in each case in its district or circuit court in which the defendant is convicted of a violation 

of any criminal or traffic statute or ordinance; and  

 
 WHEREAS, the Russell County Board of Supervisors adopted the Russell County 

Ordinance §53.1-120, effective June 3, 2002, to establish a fee in the amount of Five ($5.00) 

Dollars, in accordance with the Code Virginia, with the fee stated in Paragraph D of said 

ordinance; and  

 WHEREAS, the Sheriff of Russell County, Virginia, has recommended to the Board of 

Supervisors of Russell County, Virginia, that it amend the local ordinance consistent with Senate 

Bill 149 to increase the court house security fee to Twenty ($20.00) Dollars; and  

 WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Russell County finds it in the best interests of 

the public health, safety and welfare to act in accordance with the recommendation of the Sheriff 

and the acts of the General Assembly;  

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of Supervisors of Russell 

County, Virginia, after notice and public hearing, as required by law:  



1. That Subparagraph (D) of said Ordinance be amended, as set forth below:  

 SUBPARAGRAPH (D) 

 D.  In each criminal or traffic case in the General District Court of Russell County, 

Virginia, Juvenile and Domestic Relations Court of Russell County, Virginia and Circuit Court 

of Russell County, Virginia, in which the defendant is convicted of a violation of any statute or 

ordinance the Clerk of the court where the case was heard shall assess a sum in the amount of 

Twenty ($20.00) Dollars as part of the cost of the proceeding.  

 The assessment shall be collected by the clerk of the court in which the case is heard and 

shall be remitted, at least once every month, to the Treasurer of Russell County, Virginia and 

held by the Treasurer subject to appropriation by the Russell County Board of Supervisors to the 

Sheriff of Russell County, Virginia for the sole and exclusive funding of courthouse security 

personnel and, if requested by the sheriff, equipment and other personal property used in 

connection with courthouse security.  

2. That should any section or provision of this ordinance be decided to be invalid or 

unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity or 

constitutionality of any other section or provisions of this ordinance.  

3. That this ordinance shall become effective September 8, 2020.

AN AMENDED ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE SECURITY OF THE RUSSELL 
COUNTY COURTHOUSE AND COURTROOMS UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF THE  

RUSSELL COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT; 
 AS PROVIDED BY §53.1-120, CODE OF VIRGINIA, 1950, AS AMENDED 

 
 
Be it enacted by the Russell County Board of Supervisors:  
 
 1.  That Russell County Ordinance §53.1-120 is enacted as follows:  
 

A. That the Sheriff of Russell County, Virginia shall ensure that the courthouse and 
the courtrooms within his jurisdiction are secure from violence and disruption and 
shall designate deputies for this purpose.  A list of such designations shall be 
forwarded to the Director of the Department of Criminal Justice Services.   

 
B. The Chief Circuit Court Judge, the Chief General District Court Judge and the Chief 

Juvenile and Domestic Relations District Court Judge shall be responsible by 
agreement with the Sheriff of Russell County, Virginia for the designation of 
courtroom security deputies for their respective courts.  If the respective chief 
judges and Sheriff are unable to agree on the number, type and working schedules 
of courtroom security deputies for the court, the matter shall be referred to the 
Compensation Board for resolution in accordance with existing budgeted funds and 
personnel.  

 
 C. The Sheriff of Russell County, Virginia shall have the sole responsibility for the  

identity of the deputies assigned for courtroom security.  
 

D. In each criminal or traffic case in the General District Court of Russell County, 
Virginia, Juvenile and Domestic Relations Court of Russell County, Virginia, and  

 Circuit Court of Russell County, Virginia, in which the defendant is convicted of a 
violation of any statute or ordinance, the Clerk of the court where the case was 
heard shall assess a sum in the amount of Twenty ($20.00) Dollars as part of the 
proceeding.   

 
The assessment shall be collected by the Clerk of the Court in which the case is heard and 

shall be remitted, at least once each month, to the Treasurer of Russell County, Virginia, and held 
by the Treasurer subject to appropriation by the Russell County Board of Supervisors to the Sheriff 
of Russell County, Virginia, for the sole and exclusive funding of courthouse security personnel.  
 
 F. The effective date of the assessments set forth in Paragraph D of this Ordinance 
shall be on the date of adoption through July 1, 2022.

• Program will begin September 14, 2020 and operate throughout the 2020-2021 school year, if 
needed 

• Provided for Pre-K – 7 students of Russell County Public Schools. Employees of Russell County 
Public Schools and Russell County First Responders that live outside the county but whose 
children attend a school within the county are eligible to attend the Learning Center.

RUSSELL COUNTY LEARNING CENTER PILOT PROGRAM 

 

In partnership with the Russell County Administrator, the Russell County Board of Supervisors, United 
Way, and the Southwest Virginia Workforce Development Board, Russell County Schools is pleased to 
announce the “Russell County Learning Center Pilot Program.” This program will begin on Monday, 
September 14, 2020 and run throughout the 2020-2021 school year, if needed. The Learning Center will 
be located at the Russell County Government Center located at 139 Highland Drive, Lebanon, Virginia. 
The hours of operation will be 7:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. Monday – Friday. This program is for all students 
in grades Pre-K – 7 who are enrolled in a Russell County Public School for the 2020-2021 school year. 
Students may attend the learning center on the days that have been designated as remote learning days 
by their school. This program will not include after school care on the days that students are scheduled 
to attend class in person at the school in which they are registered. Twenty-first Century Learning 
Programs will be in place at all Russell County Schools and after school services will be provided at the 
school the student attends on the days they attend classes in person. Parents will be responsible for 
providing transportation to and from the learning center for their children.  The temporary program will 
be funded by Cares Act funds received by the Russell County Board of Supervisors that must be 
encumbered by December 31, 2020 and by United Way and the Southwest Virginia Workforce 
Development Board. Therefore, there will be no cost to the students or their families that choose to 
participate in this program.  

The Russell County Learning Center Pilot Program will mirror the 2020-2021 school calendar for Russell 
County Public Schools.  Should Russell County Public Schools be closed for inclement weather, pandemic 
reasons, etc. the learning center shall also be closed. The learning center will be operational only on the 
days that Russell County Schools are open.  

The Learning Center partnership will focus on providing a safe, supervised environment that is 
conducive to the students being able to participate in remote learning. This will include a workspace and 
access to the internet. Participating students will need to bring their chrome book that has been issued 
by their school with them each day and any assignments that have been given to them by their 
classroom teachers to be completed on their remote learning days when they attend the learning 
center. The goal is to have a maximum student/teacher ratio of 12:1 and to provide six feet of space 
between students. If that is not possible, the mitigation will be to reduce the space between students 
from five feet to no less than one meter. Teachers and staff do not need to wear a mask when they are 
six feet or more away from the students. Between three to six feet, students and teachers are 
encouraged to wear a mask. At less than three feet, masks will be required.  Staff hired for the learning 
center will be required to have met all safety and supervisory standards established by Russell County 
Schools, including background checks. Clear, consistent and frequent communication will take place 
between the learning center and the parents.  

Employees of the Learning Center will include a supervisor from the Russell County Central Office that 
will serve as the center’s educational liaison, lead teacher at the center that will help to oversee the 
center’s daily operation, and a clerk that will be on duty each day to take calls, greet visitors, and assist 
with the general operation of the center. The rate of pay for the employees of the center shall be $22.00 
per hour for the lead teacher/center overseer and $18.00 per hour for those employees serving in 
instructional and clerical positions. Employees will work a maximum of twenty-nine hours per week and 



will be Russell County Public School employees due to licensing requirements. VACORP has approved 
the instructional center learning plan. An SRO will be on site most days and shall be paid $20.00 per 
hour for the time that is spent at the learning center. Visitors shall be greeted at the front of the center 
by the clerk. Students will be dropped off at the front of the building in the mornings and picked back up 
in that location in the afternoons.  

Keeping the students and the employees of the Learning Center safe will be a top priority.  Therefore, 
social distancing and regulations and guidelines from the Center for Disease Control (CDC) and from the 
health department will be followed. The center will have a school nurse on-call that a staff member 
from the learning center can call if an issue arises with a student at the learning center. The center will 
have access to adequate cleaning and sanitation supplies at all times. Measures will be implemented to 
ensure that common work areas and equipment, and personal workspaces are regularly cleaned and 
sanitized. Supplies shall include, but not be limited to, hand sanitizers, soap, paper towels, tissues, 
gloves, disinfectant wipes, washable facial coverings, etc. Safe school trainings will be completed by all 
employees of the learning center to acknowledge they understand their responsibilities in practicing all 
health and safety protocols required by Russell County Public Schools in physical worksites. Social 
distancing will be required to be maintained as much as possible. Face coverings or masks will be 
required on-site when social distancing cannot be maintained. Following safety protocols, facility visitors 
will be limited. Visitors who are suspected to be sick and/or have recently experienced COVID-19 
symptoms will not be permitted to enter the learning center. Visitors must wear a mask or face 
covering, enter the building alone, and follow social distancing guidelines. Any family members or 
friends accompanying the visitor will be asked to remain outside or in a vehicle.  Russell County Public 
Schools Employee Health Screening Guidance will be followed by the employees of the learning center.  

Parents will be required to check their children for the following symptoms before bringing them to the 
learning center. If a child has any of these symptoms, the parents will notify the learning center,  contact 
the Virginia Department of Health, and keep the child home until further directions from the health 
official.  

- Temperature 100.4 degrees Fahrenheit or higher when taken by mouth 
- Sore throat 
- NEW uncontrolled cough that causes difficulty breathing (for students with chronic 

allergic/asthmatic cough, a change in their cough from baseline) 
- Diarrhea, vomiting, or abdominal pain 
- New onset of severe headache, especially with a fever 

OR if the student has had close contact/potential exposure according to these guidelines: 

- Had close contact (within six feet of an infected person for at least fifteen minutes) with a 
person with confirmed COVID-19 

- Had close contact (within six feet of an infected person for at least fifteen minutes) with a 
person under quarantine for possible exposure of SARS-CoV-2 

- Traveled to or lived in an area where the local, tribal, territorial, or state health department is 
reporting large numbers of COVID-19 cases 

- Live in areas of high community transmission while the school remains open 



All students attending the learning center will be provided with a free bagged breakfast and a boxed 
lunch on the days they attend the learning center.

Good Morning Craig, David and Lonzo,
 
I wanted to give some updates on our tire situation in all three of our counties.
 
Background:
The Authority has a contract with WV Tire Disposal in Summersville, WV.  Our contract is set up that
WV Tire provides us with an open top trailer at each facility and pickup for a cost of $76 per ton. 
This has been the case for many years now.
 
Current:
Over the past few months (COVID), WV Tire has encountered some difficult issues with getting
drivers for their transportation system.  As was told to me, their drivers are opting to draw
unemployment rather than work.  Hopefully that’s going to change very soon.  All three counties are
almost if not at full storage capacity in regards to tires at our transfer stations.  To give some room,
Buchanan and Russell utilized their roll off trucks to transport 3 loads of tires to WV Tire at a reduced
disposal rate of $58 per ton and recently Dickenson County utilized Brick Flats to haul two loads from
Dickenson County to WV Tire.  This will ease up the pile that is currently keeping Dickenson Co tire
dealers from bringing their tires to the station.  I am also working with WV Tire on getting them a
trailer switched out the latter part of next week and at Buchanan and Russell Counties.
 
Some additional research on this matter:
I have contacted the other tire disposal business in our region.  Patriot Tire in Bristol, TN has
provided a quote on what they would charge.  Their quote was $135 per ton with numerous
restrictions with additional costs.  I also checked with Tire and Rubber, Inc. in Weston, WV.  They
quoted $76 per ton for disposal and no transportation-we would have to take them.
 
With this information in mind, Keith Baldwin, Brian Ferguson and myself are pursuing a long term
solution to our tire disposal.
 
Currently, we can cut the tires in half and send them to the landfill for $18.03 per ton plus your
counties transportation cost.  Examples: Buchanan Co $18.03 + $18.03 = $36.06 per ton, Dickenson
Co $18.03 + $17.83 = $35.86 per ton and Russell Co $18.03 + $16.14 = $34.17. 
This would be a savings for Buchanan County $76.00 - $36.06 = $39.94 per ton, Dickenson County
$76.00 -$35.86 = $40.14 per ton and Russell County $76.00 - $34.17 = $41.83 per ton. 
Last year, Buchanan County produced 190 tons of tires costing $14,440, Dickenson County produced
117 tons costing $8,892 and Russell County produced 208 tons costing $15,808 (Combined tire
disposal $39,140).   Looking at the savings($39,140 @$76 per ton-$18,154.38) and what we
collected last year we could save our counties a combined $20,985.62 per year by cutting our tires
and sending them to the landfill.
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I have spoken to each of you on the matter the Authority has left over funds from last year that
could be used to purchase the tire cutting equipment needed to take care of this issue long term. 
As we discussed yesterday, I am respectively requesting that you all to put on your Agenda’s a
request from the Authority to be permitted to keep the left over funds to purchase the needed
tire cutting equipment for all three counties. 
 

David, can you get this on your August 25th Board Agenda? 
 

I think both Craig and Lonzo are planning to put it on their September 1st Agenda for discussion
and hopefully approval.
I along with Authority board members have reached out to the board of supervisors and feel this
is a justified request.
 

The Cumberland Plateau Regional Waste Authority Board on August 20th and I will update them on
this request.
